Problem statement. The main factor in
the global economic dynamics of recent dec-
ades is the widespread use of innovations. Fo-
cusing on intellectual rather than raw materials
allows us to ensure high rates of economic
growth, preserve the natural ecosystem, reduce
the number of harmful and hazardous indus-
tries, and achieve consistent economic, envi-
ronmental and social goals that guarantee self-
sustaining, balanced development. Today, it is
generally recognized at the state level that it is
impossible to increase the competitiveness of
the national economy of Uzbekistan in the
world market without activating innovative
processes.

Analysis of recent research and publi-
cations. Among the factors that determine the
strategic efficiency of enterprises, the main
place is currently acquired by the level of im-
plementation of innovations that cause a fun-

damental renewal of production technology,
the release of new types of products. Opportu-
nities for innovative development are deter-
mined not only by the financial condition and
characteristics of the resource potential of the
enterprise, the level of development of the in-
novative infrastructure in the region, but,
above all, by the existing management meth-
ods.

The purpose of the article is analysis of
the factors of sustainable development of an
industrial enterprise based on increasing its
innovative potential in Uzbekistan.

Presentation of the main material. In-
novation activity, as the most promising type
of changes, which makes the greatest contribu-
tion to improving the efficiency of the enter-
prise, can serve as a basic factor of develop-
ment. The level of development and dynamism
of the innovation sphere - science, new tech-
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nologies, high-tech industries and enterprises
actively introducing new innovations provide
the basis for sustainable economic growth.
With the intensive transformation of innova-
tion into a determining factor for sustainable
development, an effective means of increasing
the competitiveness of an industrial enterprise
is the use of innovative potential. The sustain-
able development of the enterprise is ensured
by the possibilities of accumulating resources
in the innovation sphere, their rational use
within the framework of the selected priorities,
that is, by increasing the innovative potential.
The modern model of sustainable development
of enterprises presupposes the systemic inte-
gration of the scientific and technical sphere
into the processes of economic and social de-
velopment. At the same time, the process of
increasing the innovative potential of national
enterprises, considered as a necessary prereg-
uisite for sustainable development, is faced
with the absence of a formalized apparatus for
making effective decisions of an innovative
nature and assessing their consequences.

In our opinion, the criteria for sustaina-
ble development of a modern industrial enter-
prise are:

- high innovation potential, correspond-
ing to the required development pace;

- the ability of an enterprise to manage
intellectual property in accordance with strate-
gic development goals;

- the possibility of introducing innova-
tive technology, taking into account the pro-
spects for the development of the enterprise;

- the possibility of increasing the sus-
tainability of the enterprise development on
the basis of restructuring.

One of the important conditions for the
formation of the innovative potential of an en-
terprise is the presence of planning and setting
adequate goals for innovative activities, in re-
lation to which the use of specific indicators
(cost, natural), long-term intentions, achieva-
bility, synergy is required. Often, innovative
activity at enterprises is a rather tense and con-
flicting process, which is realized in the form
of overcoming personnel resistance to changes
and the need for additional efforts. The loyalty
of employees of any organization to innova-
tions increases if they are familiar with its

main goals (strategy) and represent their con-
tribution to its implementation.

The sustainable development strategy
can be defined as a model of actions necessary
to ensure the sustainable development of an
enterprise based on the choice of criteria for
increasing its innovative potential. Thus, the
implementation of the strategy is a controlled
process of increasing the innovative potential
of the enterprise in accordance with the current
and strategic goals of sustainable development.
The formation of a sustainable development
strategy provides for the selection and justifi-
cation of areas of innovation, the volume and
structure of innovative projects, the timing of
their implementation, assessment of the state
of organizational structures for innovation
management. The process of choosing the
most rational strategy for sustainable devel-
opment in specific economic conditions is
based on the results of assessing all forms of
innovation, manifested in innovations of vari-
ous types.

The most important factors in the effec-
tiveness of a sustainable development strategy
are:

- innovative potential, directions and
scope of implementation of possible and po-
tentially effective innovations, readiness of the
enterprise to introduce innovations;

- flexible organizational forms that allow
combining the decentralization of management,
which is necessary for the effective develop-
ment of innovations, and the centralization
necessary for the development of innovative
technologies;

- learning processes that ensure the ac-
cumulation of specific competencies as a result
of experience, analysis of external and internal
factors and phenomena, the development of
new technologies;

- the availability of resources that meet
the needs of sustainable development, and the
creation of opportunities for the future enter-
prise.

The use of the developed tools for ensur-
ing the sustainable development of an enter-
prise based on the formation and use of a mon-
itoring system of innovative potential in prac-
tice makes it possible to reasonably revise the
strategic guidelines of the enterprise for the
introduction of innovations and obtain an eco-



nomic effect expressed in ensuring the sustain-
able development of the enterprise, strengthen-
ing its position in the market, increasing the
efficiency of its functioning ...

The development of innovation requires
the implementation of a set of various
measures that form the basis of the innovation
process, starting with the generation of new
ideas and the development of human resources
and ending with financial, material and tech-
nical, informational, legislative, methodologi-
cal and organizational support [1, p. 30-34].

Along with this, the possibilities of in-
novative development of the enterprise are as-
sociated with the state of the innovative infra-
structure and the innovative potential of high-
er-level systems. The introduction of innova-
tions involves the restructuring of the main
and auxiliary processes of the enterprise, re-
quires a change in the size and structure of the
cost, depreciation, changes external and inter-
nal logistics, marketing and management pro-
Cesses.

Considering the organizational aspect of
innovation potential, it should be pointed out
that innovation is always associated with risk,
which is caused by a number of factors, the
impact of which cannot be accurately deter-
mined in advance. In general, the risk in inno-
vation can be defined as the probability of
losses arising from investment in the produc-
tion of new goods and services, in the devel-
opment of new equipment and technologies
that may not find the expected demand in the
market.

Investment activity is closely related to
the objects of investment activity, which are
newly created or modernized fixed assets,
working capital in sectors and spheres of the
national economy, securities, earmarked cash
deposits, scientific and technical products, and
other objects of property, including property
rights. and intellectual property rights. In turn,
the efficiency of the investment activity of an
industrial enterprise is naturally determined by
the degree of improvement of the industry
economy in a more favorable direction, which
in turn directly affects the further improvement
of the investment process.

One of the ways of investment support
for the development of industrial enterprises
could be the unfreezing of the main part of the
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income from the export of raw materials,
which is currently in reserves, as a result of
which the infrastructure and high technologies
are underfunded.

To improve the efficiency of the invest-
ment activities of industrial enterprises, it is
advisable to use a strategic approach that al-
lows to significantly enhance their investment
attractiveness within a number of indicators
(by stages of the life cycle; by indicators of
profitability and efficiency; by the level of
prospects for their development). It should be
noted that the main goal of investment and in-
novation development is the production of
competitive products. To increase demand for
competitive products sold, the strategy should
be based on four components: production, in-
vestment, production modernization, devel-
opment and expansion of scientific and tech-
nical potential.

The strategic investment and innovation
activity of the enterprise involves the for-
mation of successive, penetrating into each
other five main factors: assessment of the fi-
nancial and production state of the enterprise;
selection of innovative projects; planning the
parameters of innovative monitoring and fore-
casting the implementation of innovative pro-
jects; analysis of current and future innovative
activities; strategic orientation. The conducted
monitoring will provide an opportunity to take
into account the market conditions, the impact
of inflation on the internal and external envi-
ronment. Sustainable development based on
increasing the innovative potential is a prereg-
uisite for the effective operation of any busi-
ness entity, since the use of innovations makes
it possible to effectively use the resources of
an industrial enterprise.

An assessment of the resource possibili-
ties for the implementation of innovative tech-
nologies, including the choice of a technologi-
cal innovation option for implementation, tak-
ing into account the analysis of the prospects
of a new technology on the market and consid-
eration of alternative options, will allow the
effective use of enterprise resources to ensure
the sustainability of its development.

Modern industrial enterprises are charac-
terized by a constant need for transformation,
expressed in the implementation of various
restructuring processes. Restructuring is car-
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ried out not only to overcome the crisis situa-
tion of the enterprise, but also for the timely
and effective adaptation of the enterprise to the
changing market conditions. Currently, the
processes of restructuring, as well as the inno-
vative activities are a constant component of
the sustainable development of an industrial
enterprise.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. The above proposals for ensuring
sustainable development based on increasing
innovative potential in practice will make it
possible to reasonably revise the strategic
guidelines of an industrial enterprise and in-
crease its stability, expressed in changing the
level of innovative potential, strengthening the
company's position in the market, and increas-
ing its functioning efficiency.

ANALYSIS OF ECONOMIC AND GEOGRAPHICAL APPROACHES TO IDENTIFICATION OF
REGIONAL CLUSTERS

Formulation of the problem. This article is devoted to the study of economic and geographical
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approaches to cluster identification at the regional level. Most modern research on the identification of
regional clusters is aimed at studying economic aspects, almost completely ignoring geospatial factors. The
aim of the research is to analyze economic and geographical approaches to the identification of clusters at
the regional level, taking into account the problem of variability of area units. The subject of the research is
the study of approaches to the identification of clusters at the regional level. The study used such methods
as: comparative, statistical, descriptive, systemic, analysis and synthesis. Research hypothesis. ldentifying
methodological limitations of cluster identification methods at the regional level in the context of economic
and geographical approaches will allow a more comprehensive consideration of the cluster potential of the
territory, determine the confidence interval and identify cluster structures at different levels of aggregation.
The statement of basic materials. This article considers economic and economic-geographical
methodological approaches to the identification of regional clusters (model of intersectoral balance, multi-
sector analysis, localization and specialization coefficients, Ellison-Glaser index, Duranton-Overman
method of the smallest distances, Propulsive indicators, etc.); the classification of methods of identification
of regional clusters which take into account aggregation of territories is given; the technique of primary
estimation of cluster potential of the territory and typology of industries on a parity of regional and branch
conditions of development is offered; the index of spatial clustering is analyzed. The originality and
practical significance of the research is due to the geospatial factors of clustering (MAUP) in the
identification of regional clusters, which allows to determine the geographical boundaries and the unique
clustering threshold for clusters at different levels of aggregation. Analysis of economic and geographical
approaches to the identification of regional clusters taking into account the geospatial aspects of clustering
allows to determine the degree of concentration / dispersion at certain intervals of distances with
justification of clustering thresholds at different levels of aggregation. Conclusions and perspectives of
further research. The economic-geographical approach to the identification of regional clusters, in contrast
to the economic one, takes into account the MAUP factor, which allows to use it at different levels of
aggregation and to determine geographical boundaries and a unique clustering threshold. However, further
research is needed on methods for identifying regional clusters in order to develop an integrated approach
that will take into account as many factors as possible and allow the most accurate identification of
potential cluster formations.

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Formulation of the problem. Unfortunately, the planned construction of an effective strategy for
Ukraine's independence was not implemented. There were no constructive changes in the rules of
economic life, the institutional structure of the state. Exit from crisis situations of various spheres of
society, restoration of their vital activity were not provided with mechanisms of balance of economic
efficiency and social justice. Thus, the problem of bringing the country out of the "trap of
backwardness"” has become extremely relevant. However, public authorities are left without a reliable
program to address this problem. The backwardness is growing, so there is a need for a thorough
review of the main ideas and technologies for diagnosing ways out of it. The purpose of the study is to
determine the terminology and paradigm of theoretical and methodological support for bringing
Ukraine out of the "trap of backwardness”, to unite the efforts of all those interested in finding reserves
to restore sustainable development of society. The methodological basis of the study were the methods
of dialectics, methods and principles of interdisciplinary scientific knowledge of a complex subject, the
rules of paradigm construction and its terminological support. The main idea of the study - theoretical
and methodological justification for the withdrawal of Ukraine from the "trap of backwardness" must
be built on the basis of an appropriate model of the paradigm and its terminology. Presenting main
material. The main formulations of the research are formulated in the article, the stages of construction
of the paradigm of bringing Ukraine out of the "trap of backwardness" are given, their content and
rules of realization are determined. Particular attention is paid to the technology of reviewing the
proposed options for defining terms in published works on the topic of the article. The originality and
practical significance is confirmed by the proposed algorithm for building a paradigm model,
terminological support for the study of a complex topic, which is at the phenomenological stage.
Conclusions and prospects for further research. A constructive association of those wishing to
determine the reserves for the restoration of sustainable development of society is possible provided
that the model of the paradigm and its terminology is clarified. Further research on the topic should
focus on clarifying the institutional basis that can really streamline the limitations of the system of
traps in society.

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Problem statement. The modern world is
going through a difficult period of transfor-
mation. They generate ambiguous consequences
in all spheres of life, often accompanied by crisis
phenomena. Given these circumstances, the rec-
ommendations of science on the adaptation of
society to new conditions become extremely
necessary.

Ukraine once chose the path of independ-
ence, the mastery of which depended and de-
pends on a special system of measures. The pur-
pose of such measures is to ensure the sustaina-
ble development of the state. It was planned to
be based on a social market economy with a
strong middle class, small and medium enter-
prises. The transition period provided for a sig-
nificant change in the rules of economic life, the
foundations of the institutional structure of so-
ciety. However, this strategy during the years of
independence, unfortunately, was not imple-
mented. Instead, there was a massive loss of sci-
entific, technical and innovative potential of the
country, the imbalance of social consolidation.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. The work of such scientists as: V. Pol-
terovych [1-3], G. Bashnyanin [4], J. Berezhny
[5], S. Korablin [6], the team of authors under
the leadership of G. Vasyltsiv and R. Lupak [7]
and others. However, most of their proposals
reveal some aspects of the problem without tak-
ing into account the need to combine knowledge
and technology of different scientific schools.
The emergence of new complex problems in so-
ciety requires additional research, actualizes the
problem of finding the prerequisites for building
a new paradigm, taking into account its termino-
logical support.

The purpose of the article is to determine
the terminology and paradigm of theoretical and
methodological support for bringing Ukraine out
of the "trap of backwardness”, to unite the ef-
forts of all those interested in finding reserves to
restore sustainable development of society.

Statement of basic materials. Non-
standard unpredictable changes and problems of
life have always actualized the emergence of
new directions of theory and methodology of
their study.

At one time, they led to the development
of ideas for post-industrial, network, information
models of society. The search for a cognitive

model is currently being intensified. Its practical
implementation is complicated by the fact that
the global cognitive-information society is ex-
tremely intensifying communication processes.
They begin to ambiguously affect its functioning,
in certain situations restrain timely streamlining.
The realization has already come that this new
topical problem of practice and science can be
solved by creating conditions for a productive
exchange of ideas through special information
structures in which knowledge about the world
can be provided. The main requirement for such
structures - they must be understandable to most
users with different development of cognitive
potential. Their main goal in Ukraine is to facili-
tate effective communication between all those
who wish to participate in the restoration of the
country's sustainable development trends and the
harmonization of its relations with the outside
world.

The development of an appropriate nation-
al program to bring the country out of the "trap
of backwardness" depends on a clear under-
standing of the mechanisms that "drove" the cri-
sis and keep society in it. So far, there are no
convincing answers to the question: how to get
out of this crisis; how to restore or create the po-
tential for sustainable economic development;
how to create mechanisms for activating social
institutions, socially responsible business and
socially responsible state power.

It is impossible to solve all these problems
at once. It is necessary to build a step-by-step
plan, the implementation of which will achieve a
synergistic effect of joint efforts of stakeholders.

The analysis of the relevant literature
showed the reasons for the need to improve the
terminology to clarify the nature and content of
these problems. Among them are the following.

First, under the influence of scientific and
technological progress there has been an acceler-
ated growth of information in communications.
According to scientists, they are now doubling
every five to seven years, and the life cycle of
knowledge is reduced to 2-3 years. This causes
the so-called "terminological explosion™ - the
emergence of a large number of new terms that
hinder the effective exchange of ideas for solv-
ing urgent problems.

Secondly, the collective search by scien-
tists for ways out of a difficult situation is hin-



dered by the lack of a common understanding of
the basic terms not only in the disciplines related
to the subject of study, but even in each of them.

Third, the scientific community is not yet
fully aware of the critical state of terminological
support of scientific activity in general. And it
already needs development, formation of the
corresponding theory, methodology. A clear un-
derstanding of the terms "professional language”,
"terminology”, "terminology”, "terminology"
will promote the appropriate use of terms in sci-
entific publications and speeches, will positively
affect the perception of the text by representa-
tives of various disciplines, as well as the scien-
tific value of critical research.

Here are the opinions of some scientists on
this subject. "Terms are an indicator of the level
of development of scientific language in society
and, consequently, science in general," - said the
famous Ukrainian language specialist G.
Onufrienko [8, p. 53]. Another Ukrainian profes-
sional in the field of terminology - L. Symonen-
ko - clarifies the problem: "The study of termi-
nology at the present stage is in two directions -
theoretical and practical. The theoretical prob-
lems of terminology include the study of the na-
ture of the term, patterns of terminological vo-
cabulary. A practical direction in terminology is
the creation of branch terminological dictionar-
ies '[9, p. 18-19].

After analyzing the problems of econom-
ics, R. Elemesov concludes that it is appropriate
to increase attention to its terminological support,
as one of the main postulates of any scientific
discipline is the rigor of terminology [10, p. 4].

Scientific practice has long mastered the
procedure of clarifying terminology. "Almost
every dissertation contains an improvement of
the term in terms of clarifying its definitions....
or the introduction of a new term. As a result,
each scientist uses in his own research a new
definition formulated by him, based on the spe-
cific objectives of his research and using his own
understanding of the object, based on their own
knowledge of professional language. So, differ-
ent researchers - different interests - different
definitions ", - notes L. Chyzhevska [11, p. 391].

At the same time, M. Ginzburg and S. Ko-
valenko draw the attention of scientists to the
existence of the national standard of terminology:
“Terminology is one of the main means of mutu-
al understanding and cooperation of specialists
working in the same or related subject areas. In
view of this, in DSTU 3966: 2009 one of the re-
quirements for the terms is their harmonization,
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ie the consistency of the signs of closely related
concepts from different subject areas "[12, p. 3].

Such coherence is especially important for
interdisciplinary research, when representatives
of different scientific fields in the study of their
own means of a complex situation must effec-
tively share technology and results with partners.
It is the difference in timing that can be a signifi-
cant obstacle to such an exchange.

Usually, a representative of professional
knowledge considers all words related to his pro-
fession. At present, he does not always think
about the need to systematize them, the use of
different options in different situations and audi-
ences.

Terminology has not yet been introduced
as mandatory in the system of higher education
disciplines. Modern classical textbooks do not
present ideas, theories and practical recommen-
dations for building terminological systems.
Many scientists and practitioners do not have the
necessary terminological competencies. Accord-
ing to the results of diagnostics of their condition
in scientists and specialists in various fields of
science and practice, conducted in 2019, it is es-
tablished: terminological competencies are ab-
sent in 67% of respondents, 17% have some idea
of terms, 12% have low terminological
knowledge, skills and abilities. Only 4% have a
qualitative level of their development. At the
same time, 87% of respondents are ready to de-

velop their terminological potential, and only 13%

ignore this possibility [13].

In connection with the above, we will per-
form some preliminary clarifications of the main
problems, concepts and rules of construction of
terminological support of scientific research in

general and "traps of backwardness" in particular.

First of all, we note that a significant part
of terminological problems (ambiguity, inaccu-
racy, lack of systematics in the construction of
terms) is due to the difference in terminological
fields in the sciences, which are used by scien-
tists in the study of complex problems.

Scientific terminology is a special set of
terms, ie words or phrases that serve the field of
scientific and research activities. In Ukraine, it
combines a wide range of Ukrainian words and
many words of foreign origin. There is an urgent
need for theoretical and practical solutions to the
problems of adaptation, unification and standard-
ization of their own, foreign terms and their
combinations.

This process is provided by understanding
the essence and purpose of such constructive
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elements of scientific language as concept, term,
definition. Further, according to the text, the
definitions of the first and second elements are
borrowed from Wikipedia, the third - from the
dictionary of the Ukrainian language [14].

Concept - a form of thinking that reflects
the essential properties, connections and
relationships of objects and phenomena in their
contradiction and development; a generalized
thought or system of thoughts distinguishes
objects of a certain class according to certain
general and collectively specific features. That is,
the concept is not a word, not the object itself,
but its imaginary image. This is a logical form of
thought about the subject.

The scientific term accurately and
unambiguously defines a clearly defined special
concept of any branch of science, technology, art,
social life, etc. and its relationship with other
concepts within a special field. A term is a
special word that has a definition.

Definition - a concise logical definition,
which contains the most significant features of
the defined concept [14, p. 259].

The specific meaning of the concept
defined by the term becomes clear only through
the definition - a concise logical definition of the
essential features of the concept, ie its content,
and the limits of use. It acts as a kind of leading
element that allows you to combine patterns,
phenomena, processes, objects of the world and
people's ideas about it all.

For example, crisis research uses the terms
"problem™, "barrier"”, "crisis", "chaos", "funnel".
Recently, the concept of "trap" has become very
common in publications on the problems of
public life. Despite its widespread use, its
interpretation is extremely "vague™ and needs to
be improved. The only option adopted to
transform it to the level of the situation in
society is given in the Russian economic
dictionary: “A trap is an economic situation that
resembles a vicious circle; a situation in which
an attempt to get out of a trap in one way leads
to another in the same trap "[15].

Almost all scholars who use this word do
not specify its essence and meaning. First, they
combine it with the name of the subject in
respect of which it is observed: "poverty trap",
"oligarchic trap", "activity trap", "raid trap"...
and so on. Secondly, almost all authors of
publications combine the problem of traps with
the lack of institutionalization of the sphere of its
functioning. If we take into account this feature
of publications, there is a problem of clarifying
the meaning of the term "institution", in which it
is used in a particular study.

The first problem of institutionalization
was formulated by V. Polterovych, who for a
long time analyzed the term “institutional trap"
[1-3]. In 2007, he defined this term as follows:
"balanced, stable, but inefficient norm of
behavior or inefficient institution” [3, p. 76].
Currently, some dictionaries have already
included this term in their list (Table 1).

Dialectics, which no one denies, recom-
mends to ensure the constructiveness of concepts
to give them a definition in the coordinates of
"general - special - specific." Comparing differ-
ent interpretations and outlining the specific
scope of the term, a modern scientist could justi-
fy an acceptable option. However, this require-
ment regarding the concept of “trap"”, and even
more so - "trap of backwardness", is almost im-
possible to meet. First, the number of publica-
tions is not yet sufficient to reliably summarize
the problem. Secondly, using the word "trap",
scientists do not specify its meaning to a level
that would form the basis of its scientific re-
search. In popular dictionaries, this word is giv-
en very simply, with reference to the works of
famous writers: "Device for catching animals,
birds, rarely - fish" (Lesya Ukrainka), "Such a
place from which there is no way out, you can
not get out, get out" (Oles Potter). As for the
word "backward", dictionaries and publications
associate it with human mental development.
Thus, the above definitions of the trap and
backwardness do not create opportunities to
build a system of terms, special scientific termi-
nology for collective use in the study of the
causes of the "trap of backwardness™ of Ukraine.
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At the same time, linguists draw attention
to the need for a clear definition of terms before
combining them into a terminology system. For
example, 1. Kochan, emphasizing the role of
terms in the paradigm of modern Ukrainian sci-
ence, notes: "a clear definition of the term - a
necessary condition for it to become a compo-
nent of a certain terminological system" [16, p.
32].

This article focuses on the concept of
"backwardness trap". Generalization of the liter-
ature [1-15] created grounds to propose for dis-
cussion the following version of this concept /
term: “The trap of backwardness is a mechanism
for preserving the negative state of society in
general and its economic system in particular,
authors. The victims are the majority of the pop-
ulation of Ukraine, which suffers, firstly, due to
low financial status, secondly, due to the impos-
sibility of honest development and realization of
their potential, and thirdly, due to the loss of
trust in the government. The authors of the
mechanism are incompetent, socially irresponsi-
ble public figures and government officials. "

Figure 1 shows a variant of the model of
building a paradigm of ways out of Ukraine from
the "trap of backwardness".

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A review of the relevant publications con-
vincingly shows that bringing Ukraine out of the
"trap of backwardness" requires a qualified scien-
tific justification. This problem has no paradigm, ie
is at the phenomenological stage of cognition [17;
18].

The paradigm is not a stable construct. It is
formed and refined by users in the process of com-
plicating the subject of research and the methods

they use at the stage of its evolutionary develop-
ment. When forming a certain element of the para-
digm, it is advisable to check the consistency of its
content with the following and previous elements.
Radical changes in the subject form a new stage in
the development of science. Figure 2 shows the
order of development of science through change,
the development of paradigms.

The focus of the article presupposes the need
to perform an analysis and content of the system of
concepts that have already entered the modern
thesaurus of the humanities to pre-determine the
procedure for constructing the paradigm. Next, we
provide an explanation of the elements of the
paradigm on the topic of the article.

The main idea of the study: theoretical and
methodological justification for removing Ukraine
from the "trap of backwardness" must be built on
the basis of an appropriate model of the paradigm
and its terminology.

Research hypotheses:

- the reliability of diagnosing the "trap of
backwardness" is ensured by the perception of it as
a unigue system in which elements of different
nature (economic, social, socio-economic) interact
organically;

- selection in the sources of formation of the
"trap of backwardness" of the elements capable of

overcoming the crisis, and the elements blocking
such an exit, will create the basis for the
appropriate allocation of resources for the gradual
restoration of sustainable development of society;

- clarification in the model of the paradigm
of overcoming the "trap of backwardness" of
Ukraine in the language of research in the form of
a special terminology will ensure a productive
exchange of ideas of scientists;

- the constructiveness of the terminology of
the paradigm is ensured by compliance with the
algorithm of its formation.

As for the language of research
(terminological  systems), scientific  societies
associated with the study of certain areas of society,
to ensure a constructive exchange of ideas already
create such a language (for example [20; 21]).
Practice has shown that in the formation of
terminological systems it is advisable to follow the
algorithm shown in Figure 3.

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Usually, to clarify the terminological
support of the study of a new problem, an
analysis of options for defining individual terms
in published works is performed. Google is
sometimes used to select them. Initially, it
publishes data on the number of publications that
use a certain term. Then, for a more detailed
analysis, you can choose publications that are
similar in subject, subject and purpose of the
study.

Analysis of keywords of publications, one
way or another related to the search for ways out
of the state / society from the "trap of
backwardness”, showed the spread of the
following concepts: trap (P), backwardness of
socio-economic development of Ukraine (VR),
identification of problems the trap of
backwardness (SP), the structuring of the
problems of falling into the trap of backwardness
(SP), the concept of socio-economic
development and the creation of traps for
backwardness (KR), the trap of backwardness of
Ukraine (PU), the trap of backwardness of
Ukrainian society (PE), the trap of backwardness
of social development of Ukrainian society (SR),
the trap of backwardness of socio-economic
development of Ukraine (SE).

The Google search engine has published
the following number of sources, which use
these concepts: P — 20700, VR — 18700, IP —
6100, SP - 1960, KR — 13700, PV — 17700, PS —
14700, PE — 20300, SR — 21400, CE — 18700.

These data indicate the urgent need to cre-
ate scientifically based technologies for identifi-
cation (IP) and structuring the problem of the
backward trap (SP). The number of publications
in the first is 4%, in the second - only 1.3% of
their total.

There is a restriction on the use of the in-
formation obtained through the Google system.
First, reviewing the full list of sources is ex-
tremely time consuming. Secondly, their previ-
ous sample analysis showed that the authors of
most of them use the relevant concepts without
substantiating their meaning. The way out is to
analyze the publications of representatives of
scientific schools working with similar research
and the relevant disciplinary dictionaries they
use [11; 16; 22-24].

Much attention to building the precondi-
tions for the paradigm of overcoming the "trap
of backwardness" of society requires the stage of
providing research with empirical information.
This information can be obtained by combining
technologies from several disciplines. Each of

them traditionally uses practice-proven infor-
mation sources. Since, according to the results of
the analysis of the "backwardness trap”, it is
necessary to agitate members of society for
changes in the situation, it is first of all expedient
to determine their possible perception of such
changes. In this case, an acceptable technology
for generating source information can be consid-
ered foresight technology. They have long been
analyzed in the publications of humanitarian
specialists. For example, back in 2007, an article
by O. Sokolov was published, in which the au-
thor described in an accessible form the various
forms of foresight and the results of its use in
different countries [25]. At present, the potential
of this method of obtaining source information
has grown significantly due to the relevant in-
formation and computer technology.

The research methods provided in the
model of paradigm construction (see Figure 1)
must be chosen taking into account the real
knowledge and skills of those who perform this
work. The theory of their diagnosis with practi-
cal examples can be found in the relevant manu-
als [26]. Additional development of the cogni-
tive potential of middle-aged and older people is
possible through the organization of andragogi-
cal education. The stimulus of its spread were
the processes of gradual formation of a new sub-
branch of science - neo-economics, whose char-
acteristic feature is to supplement the knowledge
of traditional factors of production. That is, fac-
tors such as land, labor, and capital are not ig-
nored, but simply become secondary. The
knowledge factor comes first. Today, not perfect
technology and not information saturation of
management ensure the reliability of non-
standard decisions. Unique knowledge is trans-
formed into such a resource. At present, the pro-
cedures for their use are becoming more compli-
cated, because, firstly, the life cycle of such
knowledge is rapidly declining. Second, they are
often protected by ownership through deposit
and transfer to secret status ("know-how").

The development of theoretical and meth-
odological adult education has become a positive
trend in domestic science. In the textbook of au-
thoritative educators of Ukraine O. Dubaseniuk,
O. Samoilenko highlights the current trends in
the management and organization of adult edu-
cation; the essence, subject and tasks of andra-
gogy as a branch of scientific knowledge about
adult learning are revealed; the adult is charac-
terized as a subject of study; foreign experience
of adult education functioning is given; method-



ological aspects of adult education and features
of training in this area of public life are identi-
fied [27]. The authors are convinced that adult
education provides a real and necessary connec-
tion between education and upbringing and the
political, economic and social system of the
country. The textbook A. Marchuk [28] presents
current aspects of adult education and training as
a component of human lifelong learning; theoret-
ical and methodological problems of andragogy
are revealed; definitions of this field of
knowledge are considered; methods, technolo-
gies and forms of organization of adult education
are characterized.
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As for the principles - the sixth element of
the model of bringing the country out of the
"trap of backwardness™ (see Figure 1), some of
their options can be selected from the scientific
and methodological recommendations given in
the study of principles by specialists in the hu-
manities. This element of the paradigm is used
as an important structural component of any sci-
ence, along with laws, concepts, categories. Each
researcher must determine in what sense he uses
the concept of "principle”, what feature of this
scientific tool he takes into account when inter-
preting and using it. In the table. 1 shows a vari-
ant of the principles of democratic governance.

An important source of change in practice
can be considered the renewal of institutional
support for the productive use of certain reserves
to bring Ukraine out of the "trap of backward-
ness.” This problem has already been reflected in
the research of domestic scientists. For example,
a member of the Academy of Sciences of Higher
Education of Ukraine, President of the Ukrainian
Association of Educational Researchers S.
Shchudlo in the monograph singled out a special
section "Neoinstitutionalism as a methodological
basis for sociological analysis of higher educa-
tion", which first analyzed the neoinstitutional
approach to higher education -second, - the qual-

ity of higher education in the coordinates of the
theory of institutional traps, thirdly, - neo-
institutional analysis of the subjects of educa-
tional space [29, p. 57-107].

The problem of the need to update the in-
stitutional basis for regulating society remains in
the field of view of scientists. For example, in
2017 A. Vasina published a monograph "Struc-
tural reform of the national economy: methodo-
logical and institutional aspects” [30]. Given the
results of the generalization of publications on
the Google system, which showed the need for
in-depth analysis of structural economic reform
to bring Ukraine out of the "trap of backward-
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ness", this work deserves special attention. A.
Vasina agrees with the opinion of scholars, who
emphasize such shortcomings of structural re-
form on the basis of the Washington Consensus,
as: the universal nature of the recommendations
without due regard for the specifics of individual
countries; ignoring the link between institutional
development and macroeconomic policy; unde-
veloped approaches to the formation of market
institutions; insufficient attention to issues relat-
ed to the high costs of reforms; unclear recom-
mendations on the pace and sequence of reforms;
reassessment of the role of privatization in en-
suring the efficiency of the economy; unclear
definition of the role of the state in the reform
process; omission of the issue of using tariffs to
protect domestic production while emphasizing
the need to liberalize foreign trade; deregulation
without proper consideration of the level of de-
velopment of the financial sector [30, p. 39].

In 2019, the work of N. Grazhevska and A.
Zavazhenko "Institutional traps of market reform
of Ukraine's economy" was published, which
emphasizes that the experience of market reform
of post-socialist countries has shown that institu-
tional changes based on competition between
inefficient weak and effective strong institutions,
have not been implemented in many transition
economies. New economic relations, formed in
the inadequate institutional environment of these
countries, have acquired specific features and
taken root as informal interactions associated
with the shadow economy, corruption, non-
payment, tax evasion and other anomalies "[31,
p. 3].

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. Unfortunately, the construction of an
effective strategy for the development of
Ukraine's independence, which was planned at
the time, was not implemented. There were no
constructive changes in the rules of economic
life, the institutional structure of the state. Unu-
sual unforeseen problems in the life of Ukrainian
society require the development of an appropri-
ate national program to bring the country out of
the "trap of backwardness" on the basis of quali-
fied scientific justification. In order to construc-
tively unite those who, want to determine the
reserves for the restoration of sustainable devel-
opment of society, it is necessary to clarify the
model of the relevant paradigm and its terminol-
ogy. Further research will be aimed at clarifying
the institutional basis that can really streamline
the limitations of the system of traps in society.

TARGETING ACCOUNTING AND FINANCIAL INTERACTION OF BUSINESS ENTITIES

Formulation of the problem. The study is devoted to the interaction of the interests of business enti-
ties and the interests of subjects of the corporate environment, as well as determining the possibility of tar-
geting accounting and financial activities in the business environment, taking into account the social con-
straints associated with the COVID-19 pandemic. The purpose of the article is to study the processes of the
possibility of targeting accounting and financial interaction of business entities in various conditions of the
development of the business environment. The subject of the research is the accounting and financial inter-
action of business entities both within the country and abroad in the context of the introduction of various
social and behavioral restrictions on doing business. The hypothesis of the study — the definition of specific

target categories of accounting and financial interaction of the subjects of state subsidies will provide a spe-
cific algorithm for determining the feasibility of implementing some business initiatives and reducing oth-
ers, precisely in the context of the introduction of social and behavioral restrictions associated with the
COVID-19 pandemic. Methods used in the study: system analysis, economic and statistical methods, infor-
mation processing, method of logical generalization of results, expert assessments, etc. Presentation of the
main material. The article examines the conditions for targeting accounting and financial interaction of
business entities, designed to use the factors of competitiveness that were underutilized in the past period in
the business environment. This systematization pursues the goal on the part of the state to introduce a sys-
tem of economic incentives, changes in macroeconomic parameters (reduction of inflation, emphasis on
attracting long-term money to the economy, growth of business activity and private investment, changes in
the structure of budget expenditures), and on the part of the state entities themselves — situational assess-
ment their own capabilities and threats, subject to the introduction of social and behavioral restrictions. The
practical significance of the results obtained lies in the possibility of using the developed recommendations
for an independent analysis of the possibility of introducing a target in the field of accounting and financial
interaction of business entities in Ukraine. Conclusions and prospects for further research. Targeting ac-
counting and financial interaction of business entities to ensure contractual stability between partners pro-
vides for compliance with the regime of floating, but stable relations (depending on the conditions of socio-
behavioral restrictions), the fluctuations of which serve as the main buffer against the impact of external
shocks on the economy of Ukraine as a whole. Further research will be aimed at determining the feasibility
of target procedures in the tax environment and identifying the prospects for the introduction of target tools
for targeted interaction with various audiences for administering tax payments.

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INSTITUTIONAL ASPECTS OF INDUSTRY TAX POTENTIAL MANAGEMENT

Formulation of the problem. The priority direction of tax policy is the formation of tax potential,
which includes the creation of conditions for the intensification of entrepreneurial activity, the for-
mation of active development actors, the expansion of sources of tax revenue, the stimulation of inno-
vation and investment activity. At the same time, in Ukraine, the lack of systemic directions of tax in-
centives for innovation in the legislation and practice of tax instruments significantly hinders the de-
velopment of innovation potential of the economy and reduces its competitiveness. The basis for im-
proving tax policy in the context of innovative development is the institutional component. The pur-
pose of the study is to identify promising institutional aspects of the formation of tax potential in indus-
try. The methodological basis of the study were analytical reviews, regulations, modern scientific and
applied research in the field of innovation. The research uses methods of dialectics, methods and prin-
ciples of scientific knowledge, tools of economic analysis to substantiate proposals for the formation of
institutional foundations for the formation of tax potential. The main hypothesis of the study was the
assumption that tax policy, which is aimed at developing innovation, largely determines the economic
interest of industrial enterprises in the introduction of new technologies, as financial resources released
from the tax potential of the enterprise can be directed to its innovation and investment activity. Pre-
senting main material. The strategic task of tax potential management is to increase and strengthen the
tax base by stimulating investment and innovation activity; support of enterprises in order to develop
production and increase production. The tax potential is considered in the context of institutional inno-
vation projects and smart specialization. An assessment of the prospects for the use of various tax in-
struments in accordance with the current situation and the need for the transition to adaptive manage-
ment of tax potential of industry. The originality and practical significance is confirmed by the pro-
posed scientific and methodological approaches to the management of tax potential in the context of
innovative development. Conclusions and prospects for further research. Measures to increase the tax
potential should include expanding the tax base not only through existing reserves, but also creating a
new base through the development of innovation potential. The implementation of the relevant institu-
tional strategy should be aimed not at simple maximization of tax revenues, but at the development of
investment and innovation potential with the establishment of favorable conditions for the development
of priority projects. Further research will focus on the analysis of the peculiarities of the use of tax
tools in the framework of specific institutional and innovative projects of economic development.

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Formulation of the problem. The investment potential of the agro-industrial complex is a key element
in the development of its economic system - the locomotive for improving the quantitative and qualitative
parameters of this system. The purpose of the study is to reveal the essential phenomena of the investment
potential of the agro-industrial complex of the regions of the north, to ensure its fullness and feasibility. The
subject of the research is the identification of the role and importance of the main structural elements in the
processes of formation and use of investment potential. The methods of economic research were: analysis
and synthesis, system and complex approach, methods of studying economic operations, generalizations,
historical and logical method, scientific abstractions, drawing and tabular methods. The establishment of the
hypothesis consists in observing periodic changes in the state of the investment potential of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north. Summary of the main material. The main emphasis is placed
on providing reliable sources of investment in the agro-industrial complex of the regions of the north with
the necessary tangible and intangible assets - the transfer of their spheres and enterprises to a high-tech in-
dustrial and intellectual basis. The originality and practical significance of the study lies in the fact that the
investment potential is a key factor in the development of the economic potential of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north. The conclusions and prospects for further research are that the more
full and high-quality investment potential the agro-industrial complex has, the easier it is to ensure its high
efficiency and competitiveness, to strengthen the economic system as a whole.

Formulation of the problem. In modern
conditions of market functioning, the main goal
is to qualitatively transform the investment po-
tential of the agro-industrial complex of the re-
gions of the north. The basis for the formation of
a full-fledged investment potential of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north is
the regularly conducted state agro-industrial

all the necessary conditions for creating a favor-
able investment climate, maintaining investment
activity, achieving a full-fledged investment and
innovation system - the formation of balanced
investment processes.

The logical transformation of the invest-
ment potential of the agro-industrial complex of
the regions of the north makes it possible to sig-
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nificantly increase the volume of attracted funds
on a long-term basis, stimulate investment at-
tractiveness, accelerate the transition to a high-
tech industrial and intellectual basis of manage-
ment. Consequently, "the level of investment
potential according to the criterion "the possibil-
ity of attracting long-term capital» can be deter-
mined by the degree of attractiveness of the en-
terprise for a potential investor” [1, p. 89].

From the point of view of the conceptual
approach, the investment potential of the agro-
industrial complex represents the aggregate op-
portunities and abilities of its spheres and enter-
prises to form their own production capacities
with more modern capital resources, to conduct
sustainable production and market activities. In
fact, the investment potential is the results of
comprehensive financial and economic activities
of the agro-industrial complex, reflected in the
levels of development of the production capaci-
ties of its spheres and enterprises. The process of

investing in the agro-industrial complex of the
regions of the north occupies a special place in
the development of their economic system, in the
formation of full-fledged and high-quality pro-
duction capacities, which indicates the relevance
of the study.

A systematic approach to solving this
problem shows that the strategic tasks of
forming a full-fledged investment potential lie
not on the surface, but in the depth of the
ongoing essential phenomena and positive
changes. From this point of view, the investment
potential is characterized as a key element in the
development of the economic system of the
agro-industrial complex. It is the most important
factor in the formation of an effective scientific,
production and market system - the locomotive
for achieving their direct and backward relations
(Figure 1).

Ensuring the functions of the
state in regulating the invest-
ment resources of the agro-

According to its structural composition,
the investment potential of the agro-industrial

complex consists of the following main elements:

investment activity; investment climate; invest-
ment attractiveness; investment risk. These ele-
ments, having certain connections with each oth-
er, are interdepended. The correlation between
these elements characterizes their integral behav-
ior in all investment processes that contribute to
the improvement of the investment climate. As a
rule, a favorable investment climate creates all
the necessary prerequisites for increasing in-
vestment attractiveness. The latter, accelerating
investment activity, creates all the necessary

conditions for neutralizing investment risk (Fig-
ure 2).

In the generalized provision, we note that
the main sources of the formation of the invest-
ment potential of the agro-industrial complex are
both external (budget allocations and other fi-
nancial sources) and internal sources of financ-
ing - the functional results of production and
consumer potentials (the aggregate result of gen-
eral activity), including their structural elements:
material and technical, land, labor, market.

We must not forget that in the processes of
forming the investment potential of the agro-
industrial complex, an important role belongs to
the consumer potential - the total purchasing
power of the population, the state, various public
organizations, etc. [2, p. 18].

In fact, the investment potential of the
agro-industrial complex is a complex category, it
embodies not only a variety of internal and ex-
ternal sources of financing, but also aggregate
economic tools that can ensure the fullness and
high efficiency of this potential for the future.
From this point of view, investment potential is
the sum of objective prerequisites for investment,
depending both on the availability and diversity
of spheres and objects of investment, and on
their economic and financial condition. The
characteristics of the investment potential are
based on the main macro, meso and microeco-
nomic indicators, the availability of the neces-
sary factors of production, as well as solvent and
consumer demand of the population, etc. [3, p.
26-27].

It should be noted that the most important
condition for the formation of a full-fledged in-
vestment potential of the agro-industrial com-
plex of the regions of the north is to improve the
conditions of its main elements - to achieve their
high interacting characteristics and principles of
sufficient implementation. The practical signifi-
cance of individual elements of this potential lies
in the fact that, how effectively they function
and are able to contribute to positive solutions
for the sustainable and competitive development
of the agro-industrial complex. Since the same
elements can have different consequences de-
pending on the degree of their integrity, purpose-
fulness and feasibility.

Based on the above statement, the invest-
ment activity of the agro-industrial complex is
the result of close interaction of two factors: a)

opportunities for sufficient and equal investment
of agro-industrial spheres and enterprises, in-
creasing the volume and improving the quality
of investment resources - intensifying the pro-
cesses of updating production capacities; b)
elimination of existing economic uncertainties
and other negative phenomena - reducing the
probabilities of investment risks. Since increased
investment risk is the probability of losing the
invested capital and not receiving the expected
income from the project being implemented.
Depending on the current economic situation -
the emergence and impact of various kinds of
objective and subjective factors, investment risk
can change rapidly.

On the basis of this statement, we note that
the main principles of forming the investment
potential of the agro-industrial complex of the
regions of the north are the expediency of find-
ing and acquiring reliable and long-term external
sources of investment financing, the use of a sys-
tematic approach to increasing the level of in-
vestment attractiveness. In fact, the investment
attractiveness of the agro-industrial complex is
an integral characteristic of its individual spheres
and enterprises, which embodies the main goals
and opportunities for attracting various kinds of
external investment funds - the implementation
of large investment projects through direct in-
vestments, the creation of joint ventures, the
achievement of access to state and other finan-
cial structures, etc.

Of no small interest is the improvement of
the investment climate of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north, largely de-
termined by the investment attractiveness - the
volume of attracted investments. Proceeding
from this, the investment climate of the agro-
industrial complex depends on a set of those fi-
nancial and economic results that characterize
the values of the investments used and the effec-

tiveness of the mastered investments with a de-
gree of reduction in its risk. To improve the in-
vestment climate of the agro-industrial complex,
a special place belongs to the consideration of
various factors that directly affect this climate:
financial, industrial, land, labor, natural and geo-
graphical, investment protection mechanisms,
the standard of living of the population, the level
of development of science, the degree of devel-
opment and application of the achievements of
stp, the presence and placement of production
components (production and social infrastruc-
ture), the level of purchasing power of the popu-
lation, etc.

With the existence of objective prerequi-
sites in the formation of investments and effec-
tive investment measures, the level of the in-
vestment climate of the agro-industrial complex
largely depends on investment risk, formulated
as: investment climate = investment potential -
investment risk. In fact, in order to form a favor-
able investment climate in the agro-industrial
complex, it is necessary to take into account var-
ious kinds of conditions: economic, social, polit-
ical, institutional, legal, environmental. The
above factors more clearly predetermine the cur-
rent situation in the field of improving the in-
vestment climate of the agro-industrial complex,
achieving regular orientation of investment
funds in its key industries: agriculture, pro-
cessing areas, procurement and storage of prod-
ucts, production and social infrastructures, mar-
keting spheres.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. There is a sufficient amount of economic
literature devoted to the problems of interpreta-
tion of "investment potential and its elemental
structures”. However, there is no consensus
among experts who reveal the essence of the in-
vestment potential and the interrelations of its
structural elements, to determine their more spe-
cific functions. The developed definitions for
these categories do not sufficiently reflect their
essential phenomena and are more incomplete.
The logical construction of the study allows us to
reveal that, despite the variety of functional ap-
pearances, the objective nature of the structural
elements of the category under study have a sin-
gle goal - the formation of a full-fledged invest-
ment potential. Given that these elements are
closely interrelated and interdepended, their
functional appearance and condition can be de-
termined only through investment potential.

Many authors identify the concepts of "in-
vestment potential” and "investment activity" by

structural composition and other parameters. At
the same time, they give a higher position to the
economic potential (production and consumer
potentials) in relation to investment potential.
Despite the fact that the investment potential is
part of the economic potential, it occupies a key
position in the processes of its formation, use
and improvement.

According to Malyshev R.N., the invest-
ment potential should be characterized by mac-
roeconomic indicators: the structure and index of
the physical volume of investments in fixed as-
sets, the presence and composition of fixed as-
sets, the depreciation coefficient, disposal and
renewal of fixed assets, the structure of direct
investments, return on assets, etc. A similar
opinion is available to Guskov N.D. that the in-
vestment potential takes into account macroeco-
nomic characteristics, saturation of the territory
with factors of production, Demand of the popu-
lation and other parameters. At the same time,
Afonin V.1., Valinurova L.S. and Kazakova O.B.
believe that investment potential is a set of in-
vestment resources, including material, technical,
financial and intangible assets. Karmov R.A.
sees the content of the investment potential in
the totality of its own resources intended for ac-
cumulation and allowing to achieve the expected
result without the use of borrowed capital.

The fact is that the investment potential of
the agro-industrial complex is formed not only at
the expense of its own funds, but also at the ex-
pense of external ones: state, non-state and other
external borrowed funds, including foreign ones.
In our opinion, the investment potential of the
agro-industrial complex is formed both at the
expense of internal and external financial
sources. From this point of view, the investment
potential of the agro-industrial complex consists
of those investments in which they are included
in its own production and other activities in or-
der to strengthen accumulative systems and im-
prove the reproduction cycle.

We must not forget that the investment po-
tential of the agro-industrial complex is a relia-
ble guarantor of improving the main parameters
(quantitative and qualitative) of its various activ-
ities - the periodic increase in intellectual capital
and the achievement of the expected effect, the
opening of wide opportunities for the develop-
ment of the main factor components of the pro-
duction spheres (labor, land, capital). In fact, the
structural restructuring of the agro-industrial
complex largely depends on the investment at-
tractiveness of its spheres and enterprises, the



availability of appropriate investment potential
and the level of its use. [4, p. 111].

Purpose of the article. The main goal of
the study is to develop more advanced recom-
mendations that can form and maintain the full-
ness and efficiency of the investment potential of
the agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north in all its industries, subse industries and
activities. At the same time, the main task of the
study is to increase the share of attracted funds
in the main sectors of the agro-industrial com-
plex on a long-term basis. The priority direction
of financing the agro-industrial complex of the
regions of the north is their main link - agricul-
ture.

To achieve the sustainability of the in-
vestment potential of the agro-industrial com-
plex of the regions of the north, it is necessary to
ensure the transition of their spheres and enter-
prises to a positively changing investment and
innovative basis of management. The latter cre-
ates all the necessary prerequisites for the train-
ing of professional workers, improving the con-
dition of cultivated land, the development of
marketing activities.

Presentation of the main material of the
study. To determine the main starting points of
the study, a more reliable development is re-
quired. This development should identify the
basic principles of forming the investment poten-
tial of the agro-industrial complex of the regions
of the north, determine effective measures to im-
prove the conditions of its key elements. In other
words, the processes of formation and use of the
investment potential of the agro-industrial com-
plex of the regions of the north require the regu-
lar development of an effective investment poli-
cy, which makes it possible to determine the na-
ture, direction and dynamics of investment activ-
ities, the principles of its implementation. [5, p.
137].

We must not forget that the development
of progressive measures and favorable socio-
economic, organizational and managerial, envi-
ronmental, infrastructural and other conditions
for sustainable investment and the functioning of
the agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north are fundamental. The analysis shows that
in some years for the period 2010-2020. indices
of the physical volume of investments in fixed
assets of agriculture in the regions of the north
ranged from 79 to 128%. A similar indicator var-
ies greatly between animal husbandry and crop
production in favor of animal husbandry.

A characteristic feature is that in almost all
regions of the north, the main indicators of the
economic efficiency of animal husbandry are
significantly ahead of these indicators in crop
production. Suffice it to say that during the ana-
lyzed period, the physical volume of investment
in fixed assets in crop production in the regions
of the north is ten times less than in animal hus-
bandry. The main reason for the inhibition of the
development of crop production can be ex-
plained by the active growth in the volume of
imported crop products from foreign countries.

The degree of determinism of the general
state of economic activity of agricultural enter-
prises of the agro-industrial complex of the re-
gions of the north allows us to deeply analyze
and identify the problem of causal relationships
of systematic underfunding of their spheres and
enterprises. The periodic decline in state finan-
cial and economic support more clearly demon-
strates the deterioration of operating assets in
agriculture, the gradual destruction of machine
and tractor fleets (Table 1).

As can be seen from the table, for the pe-
riod 1991-2020. almost in all regions of the Far
North of Russia (with the exception of the
Yamalo-Nenets Autonomous Okrug and partly
the Magadan Region) there is a decrease in the
number of these types of agricultural machinery
by 1000 and 100 ha of arable land. During this
period, the negative fluctuation in the level of
security of agricultural tractors and potato har-
vesters not a unit of cultivated land ranged from
2.0 to 5.0 times. Naturally, the disinvestment
tendency to acquire the main equipment of the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north leads to a significant drop in the economic
activity of their spheres and enterprises. This is
more felt in the deterioration of crop production
and the slowdown in crop production. The de-
cline in the rate of crop production is the main
reason for the fall in production and in animal
husbandry - the loss of the combination between
crop production and animal husbandry. The
analysis shows that for the period 1991-2020.
depending on the territorial and natural
conditions of management and the scale of
production, the volume of energy capacity in
agriculture in the regions of the north had a
significant difference (Figure 3).

It is determined that during this period the
total energy capacity of the regions of the north
per 100 hectares of sown area (with the
exception of the Arkhangelsk region) has the
greatest growth. High growth is observed in the
Magadan region - almost 8.6 times, the
Murmansk region in 3.1 and the Khanty-
Mansiysk Autonomous Okrug - 1.9 times,the
smallest in the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia) and
the Arkhangelsk ragion.

A comprehensive analysis shows that in
order to achieve this goal, it is necessary to solve
the following tasks: a) to create a regulatory
framework for investment and economic activi-
ties of agro-industrial spheres, to ensure the pro-
tection of property rights and interests of their
economic entities; b) change the structure of in-
vestment sources, reduce the volume of budget
allocations and other "expensive™ loans, increase
the share of enterprises’ own funds, expand the
scale of attracting private investment and "inex-

pensive" borrowed funds, including foreign ones;
c) to carry out regular modernization in the agro-
industrial sectors of the regions of the north, to
update their production capacities, especially
existing operating assets at the expense of all
sources of financing; d) to achieve and maintain
in the cost structure a high share of depreciation
deductions.

Given the current difficult natural and
economic conditions of management, especially
the slow pace of financing and development of
agricultural entities in the regions of the north, it
is of great importance to study the volatile nature
of their economic situation. A more correct un-
derstanding of the current conjuncture of the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north allows us to better navigate the sources of
financing of its spheres and enterprises - to
achieve balance, reliability, long-term and effec-
tiveness of the investment potential as a whole.

The above circumstance dictates a regular
and more detailed study of the current conjunc-
ture of the subjects of the agro-industrial com-
plex of the regions of the north, which makes it
possible to more correctly navigate in the devel-
opment of new models of their investment and
functioning. From a practical point of view, a
more reliable assessment of the causal relation-
ships of the current agricultural environment
makes it possible to distinguish for comparison
not one, but several types of investment strategy,
which makes it possible to provide an outlet to
the problem with a more effective typology of
management.

As a rule, the process of changing the eco-
nomic situation of the agro-industrial complex
largely depends on the peculiarities of the in-
vestment activity of its spheres and enterprises,
on the nature, form and mechanism of their in-
vestment [6, p. 12]. Despite the current difficult
situation, regular changes in the macro, meso
and microeconomic parameters of the develop-
ment of the agro-industrial complex of the re-
gions of the north, the degree of their investment
activity should not be lower than the average
level, but it is desirable to maintain a high level
and cover a large number of years. In itself, such
a statement is very important, since in any par-
ticular typology of management the whole point
is to achieve an "upward" trend of investment
and effective management.

The fact is that the principles, conditions
and methods of allocation (lag of application)
and use (lag of development) of investment
funds of the agro-industrial complex divide the
goals into two "contradictory”, including interre-
lated goals - consumption and accumulation. In
the course of action, these goals are transformed
in relation to specific agro-industrial economic
activities in accordance with two interrelated and
complex functions: a) ensuring the flow of in-
vestments to the required level, strengthening
investment potential, as the basis for the progres-
sive transformation of the economic system of
the agro-industrial complex; b) application of
perfect methods and mechanisms of effective
management, achievement of a rational level of
use of operating assets, ensuring the expected
effect from the operation of total capital funds.

The difficulty lies in the fact that in agri-
culture the level of investment activity is a rela-
tive concept, since the degree of balance of in-
vestment processes in this industry is much more
complex and lower than in industry and other
sectors of the economy. Suffice it to say that the
basis for attributing the development strategy of
the agro-industrial complex to a particular type
or model is the level of its investment activity.
Proceeding from this, of particular interest are
the regular planning and forecasting of the in-
vestment funds used and the growth of labor
productivity of the spheres and enterprises of the
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agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north.

This formulation of the question more
clearly characterizes the causal relationships of
investment activity in the long-term develop-
ment strategy of the agro-industrial complex,
increasing the investment attractiveness of eco-
nomic entities, improving the investment climate
of the agro-industrial complex as a whole. We
must not forget that the rate of tension in the
strategic development of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north depends not
only on the level of planning and forecasting of
investment volumes, but also on the degree of
improvement in the qualitative characteristics of
the capital funds used. Of particular importance
is the investment in agriculture, improving the
level of qualification of the workers used and
improving the characteristics of cultivated land,
achieving the necessary level of land yield and
animal productivity.

If the accelerated pace of investment is not
accompanied by significant shifts in production
areas and the receipt of appropriate income, then
the main reasons for this are a violation in the
balance of investment processes, reflected in the
"weak" investment potential. It should be espe-
cially noted that in most cases, in the intersec-
toral investment of the agro-industrial complex
of the regions of the north, investment resources
are distributed not according to production needs
or according to the principles of equal distribu-
tion between industries or specific activities, but
at "own will" or "spontaneously”. As a result, in
one particular sphere or type of economic activi-
ty of the agro-industrial complex there is an ac-
tive reinvestment, and in another there is a disin-
vestment tendency.

Therefore, the task of the implemented ty-
pologies and models for the functioning of the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north should include the procedure for regular
improvement of the state of the main macroeco-
nomic indicators, especially investment ones.
Since the development of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north should be
characterized by positive changes in macroeco-
nomic indicators: improving financial stability
and the state of investment potential, compliance
with the rules of the scientifically based need of
agro-industrial spheres and enterprises for cer-
tain types and volumes of investments, ensuring
strict consideration of investment standards, etc.
Unreasonable and “artificial” increase in the
scale of investment demand of certain spheres

and enterprises of the agro-industrial complex
can lead to unpredictable consequences and, vice
versa.

We emphasize that disinvestment trends
and "disproportionate methods™ of distribution
and use of capital funds create colossal contra-
dictions in the intersectoral integration of the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north. In the absence of optimal methods for the
distribution of investment funds and effective
methods and mechanisms for their use, agricul-
tural enterprises are in a constant destructive re-
source state and an irrational position of their
effective functioning. The imbalance of the spe-
cific structures of fixed assets of the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north is
the results of systematic underfunding of agro-
industrial spheres, the lack of optimal distribu-
tion of financial resources and the weak use of
investment components.

We emphasize that, as a new model for the
development of the agro-industrial complex of
the regions of the north, it is possible to use var-
ious economic tools that had sufficient perfec-
tion and application possibilities. In fact, more
advanced economic tools can create a system-
forming image of the agro-industrial complex,
intensify the processes of investment and renew-
al of its production spheres, and strengthen the
investment potential as a whole. The main direc-
tion in achieving the investment transformation
of the agro-industrial complex of the regions of
the north is to strengthen ties with the state struc-
ture, provide access to various financial markets,
especially banking organizations and investment
funds. Rationalization of structures of sources of
investment of agro-industrial complex of regions
of the north is a reliable guarantor of increase of
the level of their investment activity and attrac-
tiveness.

We must not forget that the elements of
the formation of the investment potential of the
agro-industrial complex of the regions of the
north are closely related to the processes of eco-
nomic development of territories. The economic
development of territories is understood as the
spread of socio-economic and other activities of
the agro-industrial complex in a certain territory
with a high level of development of productive
forces. On the basis of economic development of
agro-industrial territories of northern regions the
following factors lie: a) difference of their eco-
nomic potential - characteristic of the state of
their production and consumer potentials; b) ex-
isting land funds and natural and economic con-



ditions of management; c) development of pro-
duction, social and market infrastructure; d) the
presence of large industrial enterprises with the
development of various kinds of natural re-
sources; €) the degree of integration of natural
resources with enterprises of agro-industrial
spheres; (e) Distance from commaodity, financial
and other markets.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. The whole essence of the study is that
the investment potential of the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north, as a key el-
ement of their socio-economic, environmental
and other transformation, should create an effec-
tive interconnected system for the development
of the main factor components of the production
spheres - a favorable atmosphere for combining
financial, material, labor and land resources. The
analysis shows that depending on the degree of
fullness of the investment potential, the industry
and enterprises of the agro-industrial complex of
the regions of the north have different levels of
economic activity, the degree of specialization
and concentration of production.

Since the real investment potential of the
agro-industrial complex of these regions estab-
lishes peculiar sectoral features in their various
investment processes and territorial conditions of
management, as well as in specific activities.
Taking into account the difficult natural condi-
tions and sectoral features of management, as
well as the economic possibilities of functioning,
the priority areas of investment in the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north for
the near future should be small and medium-
sized businesses [7, p. 112].

The comprehensive analysis shows that
depending on the state of investment potential,
the efficiency of the agro-industrial complex of
the regions of the north varies markedly. A ret-
rospective analysis of the technical and econom-
ic indicators of the agro-industrial complex of
the regions of the north confirms that the re-
source needs of their industries and enterprises
differ significantly. This dictates the transition to
an optimal strategy for the development and re-
newal of the technical, economic and technolog-
ical basis of the agro-industrial complex of the
regions of the north for the future, giving great
importance to the mandatory attraction of addi-
tional funds. The growth of investments in the
agro-industrial complex sectors of the regions of
the north should be scientifically based in com-
pliance with the principles of integrity, expedi-
ency and feasibility.

Based on this, there is a need to assess and
compare not only the total volume of investment
by industry and enterprises of the agro-industrial
complex, but also to ensure rational investment
within production structures, especially such pri-
ority areas as crop and livestock production. This
circumstance creates additional opportunities for
a comparative analysis of labor productivity
growth, the level of functional stability of indi-
vidual units and activities.

One of the possible options for determin-
ing the degree of fullness of the investment po-
tential of the agro-industrial complex is the use
of cost meters of exploited resources. However,
due to changes in the price factor, in some cases,
cost indicators can lead to a distortion of the
state of investment activities of the agro-
industrial complex. The most acceptable way is
the coefficient indicators characterizing the re-
placement of some resources for others - indica-
tors of the state of fixed production assets. This
method allows not only to assess the degree of
renewal of resources, but also to identify the fea-
sibility of the ongoing changes in the structure of
production assets.

As a rule, the estimated indicators of in-
creasing the investment activity of the agro-
industrial complex allow us to identify various
combinations, possible strategies and scenarios
for the development of its spheres and enterpris-
es. Attention is drawn to the fact that progressive
trends and active rates of investment in the agro-
industrial complex of the regions of the north
entail many positive changes in their economic
coordinates. This makes it possible to move to
more progressive investment and management
scenarios. We must not forget that the principles
of modern development of the investment poten-
tial of the agro-industrial complex of the regions
of the north require not a short-term, but a long-
term investment strategy, a significant improve-
ment in the qualitative characteristics of the in-
vestment potential, which makes it possible to
successfully implement the goals and solve the
selected tasks in a timely manner.

In practice, it is proved that the desire to
achieve success in only one, single area of the
agro-industrial complex will not be crowned
with success with others, but rather there is a
freezing or loss of investment funds. To stabilize
the economic situation in the agro-industrial
complex of the regions of the north, it is neces-
sary to improve the characteristics of its invest-
ment potential and industry cluster - to ensure
regular support for the technological relationship
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between their industries that have a relatively
closed structure. The sequence of the technolog-
ical chain is expressed in the balance of intersec-
toral investment potential - improving the com-
position of the functions and goals of the man-
agement of the agro-industrial complex as a
whole. Since the content completeness of the
agro-industrial complex is the completeness of
coverage of intersectoral technological processes
and processes for the formation of its investment
potential, which is established by the needs of a
complex set of components: production, social,
infrastructure, environmental, demographic, and
most importantly, market.
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Formulation of the problem. The prevailing sectoral approach based on agrarian-industrial policy, to
the detriment of the socio-spatial direction of the development of rural areas, is ineffective from a social
point of view. More correct is an integrated approach, within which rural development is viewed as a pro-
cess of improving the life of people directly related to the use of land and other biological resources includ-
ed in the system of geographical division of labor and corresponding social relations. The purpose of the
article is to consider the development of rural areas based on a combination of socio-territorial and sectoral
approaches. The object of the research is the countryside of the Komi Republic. The example of Komi is
interesting in that rural life in the taiga part of its territory has features characteristic of many thoroughly
inhabited regions of the North-West, the Urals, Siberia and the Far East, and in the extreme northern part
(forest-tundra and tundra) - the western sector of the Arctic. The subject of the research is socio-economic
processes in the northern village. Analytical, historical, statistical, logical, comparative methods were used
as research methods. The main hypothesis of the study was the revival of rural life as a social process, the
management of which cannot be carried out only within the framework of the production sector approach.
Highlighting the development of rural areas and the agrarian sector as an object of comprehensive research
will improve the quality and standard of living of rural residents. Presentation of the main material. New
approaches to rural development are considered, including the transition from the exogenous-sectoral model
to both endogenous and neo-endogenous. The impossibility of solving numerous problems of rural areas in
the sectoral model of their development is shown. Originality and practical significance of the study. A
significant disagreement in the domestic practice of rural development between sectoral and socio-spatial
development has been established. The role of the rural economy in the development of the village is inves-
tigated, directions of its diversification are proposed. Conclusions and prospects for further research. The
obtained results of the study can become the basis for the preparation of Strategies and Programs for the
sustainable development of rural areas and its economic entities at the level of the region and
municipalities.

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Formulation of the problem. Analysis of long-term strategic management of rural

the current situation in the northern and arctic
rural areas of Russia showed the presence of
numerous problems. This is largely due to the
fact that rural development has faded into the
background due to the priorities of the fuel and
raw materials sector, as well as the solution of
current sectoral problems to the detriment of

development. Within the framework of the
traditional ~ sectoral approach to  rural
development, it is impossible to solve the
numerous problems of the village and rural
economy. The northern village and the leading
branch of its economy - the agricultural sector -
are in a state of crisis, generated by both



historical reasons and modern transformation
processes.

The revival of rural life as a social process
requires the allocation of two conceptual
directions for rural development: production and
sectoral and socio-territorial. The most effective
way to change the negative situation in rural
areas is the state policy for the integrated
development of rural areas.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. The market transformation has exacerbat-
ed the historically existing rural problems. In the
rural areas of the Komi Republic, there is an in-
complete realization of the natural and labor po-
tential. Results of the All-Russian agricultural
censuses of 2006 and 2016 showed that over a
decade in farms of all categories there was a re-
duction in the total land area by 32%, including
agricultural land - by 2.2 times, respectively, in
agricultural organizations - by 33% and 3 times.
In the households of the population, the area of
agricultural land decreased by 1.9 times. Small
agricultural organizations did not use 14% of
farmland, peasant farms - 9%, personal subsidi-
ary and other individual farms of citizens - 37%.
In agricultural organizations, the number of cat-
tle decreased by a third. A particularly signifi-
cant reduction in animals was observed in
household farms: cattle - 2.6 times, pigs - 4.3
times, sheep and goats - 2.3 times, and horses -
1.8 times.

Over the past 10 years, the number of ag-
ricultural enterprises has decreased 2.8 times,
individual entrepreneurs - 7.8 times. The number
of people employed in agriculture has decreased
by 1.6 times [1].

The process of depopulation of rural areas
is intensifying. During the years of market re-
forms in the republic, the number of rural popu-
lation due to outflow and natural loss decreased
by 122.7 thousand people, or 40%. The mortality
rate of the rural population is 1.5 times higher
than that of the urban population. Average densi-
ty for 1990-2018 decreased from 1.3 to 0.8 peo-
ple. The number of settlements without popula-
tion increased 4.5 times.

There is an increase in abandoned land
plots (empty houses) in rural areas. The results
of the 2016 agricultural census showed that the
share of personal subsidiary plots with aban-
doned land plots (empty houses) in rural settle-
ments was 20%, gardeners, summer residents
and gardeners - 28%. The population is aging in
the countryside. The share of the population un-
der working age decreased from 28.9% in 1989

to 21.7% in 2018, in the working age, respec-
tively, from 57.2 and 50.6, and the share of peo-
ple over working age increased from 13, 9 to
27.7%. The deterioration of the demographic
situation in the countryside will lead to a reduc-
tion in the number of labor and potential, its ag-
ing and, in the future, will become a factor limit-
ing the development of the rural economy.

The continuation of the current trend of
urbanization of cities and depopulation of rural
areas will lead to the fact that the production of
agricultural products in remote rural settlements
will have to be done on a rotational basis. As E.
Savchenko rightly notes, the problems of pre-
serving the development of rural areas should be
perceived not only through the prism of support-
ing and developing the agricultural economy,
building social and transport infrastructure, but
also from the angle of preserving Russian civili-
zation - the main bond of the Russian Federation
[2, p. 5].

The Komi countryside is characterized by
underdeveloped transport, engineering and social
infrastructure. During the period of market trans-
formation, the construction of roads in the coun-
tryside ceased. 2003-2018 only 1.4 million ru-
bles were allocated for the construction of rural
roads, or 0.06% of the total budget funds for the
development of infrastructure in rural areas. In
the recently adopted state program "Develop-
ment of rural areas” of the planned for 2020-
2025. of financial resources for the development
of transport infrastructure, it is envisaged to allo-
cate only 4% of funds. Now most of the roads
are unpaved, the condition of which remains un-
satisfactory. On-farm paved roads account for
37%. Only two out of six peripheral rural dis-
tricts (Koigorodsky and Ust-Kulomsky) have a
transport connection with the city of Syktyvkar
along paved roads. The low availability of rural
roads with hard surface does not allow the rural
population to timely receive education, health
care, culture, and consumer services. Remote
rural areas have two and three hours availability
[3, p. 46]. Many sparsely populated villages are
characterized by inaccessibility or poor road ac-
cessibility. 84% of the rural population lives in
non-gasified settlements, 10% of settlements re-
ceive electricity from autonomous power plants.

During the years of market reforms, the
construction of residential houses in rural areas
decreased 2.2 times, preschool institutions - 2.4
times, general education schools - 2.1 times, cul-
tural and leisure institutions - 1.5 times.
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Now the share of dilapidated and dilapi-
dated housing in rural areas is 14.3% against
2.0% in the city. Most of the inhabitants of rural
settlements are deprived of basic utilities. The
improvement of the housing stock in the coun-
tryside lags far behind the city. The housing
stock of the village is provided with running wa-
ter 3.5 times, sewerage — 5.5 times, central heat-
ing and gas — 2.5 times, hot water supply — 8.7
times, baths — 7.9 times, floor-standing electric
stoves — 3.8 times less. than in the city.

The value of the integral indicator of the
comfort of housing and communal conditions in
areas with a completely rural population is 1.3
times lower than the average value for Komi [4].

The purpose of the article is to consider
the development of rural areas based on a
combination of socio-territorial and sectoral
approaches.

Presentation of the main material. In
rural areas, the system of information and
consulting  services is  underdeveloped.
Currently, the information and consulting
department operates at the regional level within
the Ministry of Agriculture and the Consumer
Market [5]. The lack of counseling in rural areas
hinders the access of small businesses and rural
residents, especially remote areas, to information
and counseling services. The creation of inter-
municipal counseling centers will increase the
coverage of small and medium-sized
organizations and the rural population with
information and consulting services, disseminate
innovations, and increase the level of
coordination and integration of the service with
science and education.

Small forms of business, prevailing in the
rural economy, are experiencing difficulties in
accessing markets for the sale of products and
financial resources. According to the 2016
agricultural census, slightly more than half of
farms and individual entrepreneurs receive
budget support. Only 19% of small agricultural
enterprises and 9% of peasant farms have access
to loans.

Currently, both at the federal and regional
levels, there is no comprehensive approach to the
management of rural development. State
programs for the development of rural areas are
not properly coordinated with each other. The
Ministry of Agriculture of Russia does not have
the authority to coordinate the activities of other
ministries and departments in rural areas. The
Government Commission on Agroindustrial
Complex and Sustainable Development of Rural

Areas, approved by the order of the Government
of the Russian Federation dated October 31,
2018 No. 2373-R, does not include
representatives of the Ministry of Culture of
Russia, the Ministry of Sports of Russia, the
Ministry of Construction of Russia, the Ministry
of Telecom and Mass Communications and the
Ministry of Energy of Russia. At the same time,
the activities of other ministries are of great
importance for rural areas [6, p. 6].

Local self-government of rural areas and
settlements does not have its own financial base
for performing social functions, modernizing
rural infrastructure and stimulating the agrarian
economy. The current tax distribution system
makes it possible to form the budgets of
municipalities of the Komi Republic with a
completely  rural  population  (Izhemsky,
Koygorodsky, Kortkerossky, Priluzsky,
Syktyvdinsky, Sysolsky, Ust-Kulomsky and Ust-
Tsilemsky) at the expense of tax revenues only
by 20-30%. Local government does not bear the
costs of agriculture and forestry. The bulk of
municipal budget expenditures goes to education
(63%), management (9%), culture (7%),
transport and road facilities.

The concept of “rural development”
appeared in the scientific literature relatively
recently. The most complete review of models
and concepts of rural development in relation to
Western Europe was carried out by F. Mantino.
For advanced countries, he identified three
models of rural development - sectoral
(development of agriculture proper),
redistributive (rural development as a way to
reduce the gap between regions and sectors of
the economy) and territorial (the formation of
relationships within the local economy) [7].

In the countries of the European Union
(EU) since the early 1990s. there is a discussion
about models and concepts of rural development.
Analysis of foreign scientific literature has
shown that there are three approaches to rural
development: exogenous, endogenous and neo-
endogenous [8-11].

The exogenous model of  rural
development, based on a sectoral approach, has
shown its inconsistency due to the impossibility
of solving numerous rural problems. The
exogenous approach to rural development, which
prevailed until the late 1980s and early 1990s,

was replaced by endogenous and neo-
endogenous variants [12].
The endogenous model of rural

development is associated with the use of all



resources available on its territory, the
coordination of economic activities, taking into
account the specifics of their spatial
organization, rational use of natural resources
and the preservation of the environment. Self-
government is of great importance in the
management of rural development policy.

The evolution of rural development policy
in European countries is associated with the
coordination of all types of activities, rational
use of natural resources and preservation of the
environment, an increase in the quality of life of
rural residents, diversification of the rural
economy and is closely aligned with socio-
spatial development.

The instrument of rural development is the
national and regional programs of these
territories. National rural development programs
developed in the EU are implemented through
four main subprograms (axes): increasing the
competitiveness of the agricultural and forestry
sectors; improving the environment; rural quality
of life and diversification of the rural economy;
LEADER [13].

In the national and regional programs of
European countries, agriculture and other natural
resource sectors, in addition to their commodity
function, are considered as a tool for sustainable
development of rural areas. The competitiveness
of agriculture and forestry is ensured, as a rule,
by government support. In the budgets of 28 EU
countries for 2014-2020. shows the total amount
of financial support for agriculture and rural
areas in the amount of 408.4 billion euros, for
the development of rural areas - 95.3 billion
euros (23.3%) [14]. In the system of measures to
support rural areas, special attention is paid to
education, transport and information and
communication infrastructure, social services
and the preservation of the beauty of rural
landscapes.

The European experience is useful for
Russia by the social and environmental
orientation towards the countryside and the
creation of an institutional environment for the
functioning of rural settlements that are part of a
unified system of population settlement. The
experience of managing sustainable development
of rural areas in Finland is very valuable for the
regions of the European North of Russia. The
priorities of the Finnish rural policy are reduced
to the following: vocational training and
retraining of personnel for villages; maximum
diversification of the agricultural economy;
making special decisions for sparsely populated

peripheral areas, unconditional preservation of
the culture and traditional economy of the Sami;
orientation towards the principles of "green
economy”. Rural policy in Finland involves
organizing the relationship of all interested
parties with an exit to agreed solutions to
socially significant problems. The fundamental
mechanisms for achieving this strategic goal are
collectivism and social interaction [13].

Now in a number of subjects of the
Federation, rural development is carried out on
the basis of an exogenous-sectoral approach with
all its inherent features and characteristics [15].
Komi is a prime example. In the republic, there
has never been a Strategy for sustainable
development of rural areas. The State Program
"Comprehensive Development of Rural Areas"
for the period 2020-2025 was not adopted either.
There is only subprogram number 5.
"Comprehensive development of rural areas” in
the program for the development of the agri-food
sector until 2025. It has only one control
indicator - the share of citizens living in rural
areas, where comfortable living conditions have
been created, in the total number of citizens,
living in rural areas (up to 35% by 2025). The
subprogram itself outlines the following areas:
commissioning  (acquisition) of residential
premises (residential buildings) for citizens
living in rural areas, the number of improvement
projects implemented in rural areas, the
commissioning of gas distribution networks, the
commissioning of local water pipelines, the
number of settlements located in rural areas, in
which projects for the complex arrangement of
sites for compact housing development have
been implemented.

Sustainable rural development of the Komi
Republic urgently requires the development of
two programs: the  State Program
"Comprehensive Development of Rural Areas”
and the State Program "Development of
Agriculture and Regulation of Agricultural
Products, Raw Materials and Food Markets,
Development of the Fisheries Complex".

The generalization of the experience of
rural development in the EU countries showed
that our country also needs to move from an
exogenous-sectoral to an endogenous-territorial
development path using a neo-endogenous
option. It is this transition that should be
identified as the main strategic goal of
sustainable development of rural areas.
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The expansion of the scope of employ-
ment can occur in the following types of rural
activities:

+ reforestation, including reforestation
felling. For 2010-2019 on average, reforestation
works were carried out on an area of 40 thou-
sand hectares per year. The average annual
growth was 5.2%);

* development of timber processing (pro-
duction of sawn timber, construction timber) and
the fullest possible use of all wood raw materials
in rural areas. Now forest-sufficient municipal
areas have weak timber processing, being a raw
material base for pulp and paper, plywood and
board production in Syktyvkar and other cities;

* production of briquettes and pellets from
low-grade wood and waste, their use in the pro-
duction of heat energy in rural settlements;

* development of wooden housing con-
struction (construction of residential buildings,
furniture, doors, windows and other joinery) in
rural municipalities;

* harvesting and processing of non-timber
forest resources;

* integration of agriculture and forestry;

* development of trades and crafts;

* production of building materials from lo-
cal raw materials;

* development of priority sectors of agri-
culture, which include potato growing, fodder
production, cattle breeding, reindeer husbandry,
and fish farming. These sectors should be seen
as a factor in increasing the number of rural jobs;

 reproduction of soil fertility (procure-
ment and application of organic fertilizers, rec-
lamation of agricultural land, carrying out a
complex of cultural and technical works);

» construction of rural and year-round for-
est roads;

* modernization of the communal infra-
structure of the village, characterized by its high
wear and tear;

* social development of rural areas;

* development of ecological tourism, rural
hotel business;

* environmental protection.

Diversification of production in rural areas
will contribute to the creation of additional high-
ly paid jobs, filling the revenue side of municipal
budgets, sustainable socio-economic develop-
ment of rural settlements, and increasing in-
comes of their population.

The priority areas for improving the
mechanism for the development of the rural
economy are:

* reorientation in favor of subsidies and
concessional investment loans prevailing in rural
areas;

» compensation from the budget for part of
the costs for new equipment, technological re-
equipment;

* grant support to farms, family livestock
farms, consumer cooperatives, individual entre-
preneurs;

* creation of a regional fund for supporting
rural economy entities;

* reduction of administrative pressure, tax
burden on small and medium-sized businesses;

* expanding access to markets for products,
material, technical, financial and information
resources;

* a significant increase in the share of in-
vestments in transport and utilities infrastructure;

* transition from solving current problems
to strategic management and planning of sectors
and spheres of the rural economy.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. Analysis of the current situation in the
northern and arctic rural areas of Russia showed
the presence of numerous problems. This is
largely due to the fact that in the development of
rural areas and the agricultural sector, priority
was given to solving current sectoral problems to
the detriment of long-term strategic management
of rural development.

The evolution of rural development in
European countries, which has been carried out
since the early 1990s, is associated with the
replacement of the exogenous-sectoral approach
to the endogenous and neo-endogenous path of
development of rural areas. These models are
based on the use of all the resource and human
potential available in rural areas, on the
formation of human and social capital.

In Russia in the 2010s. practical steps have
been taken to combine sectoral and territorial
approaches to rural development. Comparison of
the essence of rural development and officially
adopted strategies and programs showed the
predominance of a sectoral approach to the
detriment of socio-spatial development. An
example of such a disagreement is the Komi
Republic.

The basis for improving the living
standards of the rural population and its
sustainable development is the rural economy.
The development of the rural economy is closely
related and interdependent with  socio-
demographic processes, the state of the transport,
housing and communal, social, information and



market infrastructure in the countryside.
Improving the demographic situation, creating
comfortable living conditions for the population
in rural areas will contribute to an increase in the
efficiency and competitiveness of rural economy
entities.

A decrease in the gross regional product,
the number of people employed in agriculture
and forestry, hunting, fishing, and fish farming
has been established. To increase jobs in rural
areas, directions for diversifying the rural
economy are proposed, associated with
increasing production in the agricultural and

forestry  sectors, processing forest and
agricultural  products, developing transport,
social, communal, retail and household

infrastructures, rural tourism, ecosystem services.
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Formulation of the problem. This article examines the role of investment and innovation in en-
suring stable macroeconomic growth and the main directions of the state investment strategy of Uzbek-
istan.

The main
directions of the state investment strategy can be formulated as follows: pursuing a targeted policy to
deepen structural reforms; comprehensive support of priority industries in order to ensure the high
competitiveness of domestic products in the domestic and world markets.

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Problem statement. The formation of
the Republic of Uzbekistan, the integration of
its economy into the world community is tak-
ing place in difficult conditions. The republic
is overcoming the difficulties of the transition
period and is looking for effective models of
the future, taking into account global and re-
gional directions, the most important of which
is the desire to follow the path of sustainable
development.

The national aspect of sustainable devel-
opment for the Republic of Uzbekistan is de-
termined, first of all, by its formation as a sov-
ereign state, the need for the fastest way out of
socio-economic difficulties and environmental
tension, raising the standard of living of the
population, entering the world community,
maintaining good-neighborly relations with
other countries of the world and mutually ben-
eficial cooperation.



Analysis of recent research and publi-
cations. At present, the implemented state sci-
entific and technical policy is aimed at concen-
trating the efforts available to the scientific
and technical potential of the republic to solve
the socio-economic problems of Uzbekistan in
the context of a gradual transition to a socially
oriented market economy [1].

Effective and high-quality functioning of
the economic sectors plays an important role
in creating conditions for sustainable growth
of the national economy, as well as the social
development of the country.

The purpose of the article is analysis of
investments and innovations as a factor in the
development of sectors of the economy of Uz-
bekistan.

Presentation of the main material. The
current state of the economy is characterized
by significant wear and tear of fixed assets. To
replace worn-out fixed assets, expand produc-
tion or release new goods or services, invest-
ments in fixed assets are required. But at the
same time, the most important function of in-
vestments in fixed assets should be innovative:
with their help, an innovative renewal of fixed
assets is carried out on the basis of the use of
scientific and technological achievements for
the production of new or improved competi-
tive products, new or modified efficient tech-
nologies. Without innovation, capital invest-
ments can be ineffective and even harmful,
prolonging the future production of uncompet-
itive products. Moreover, without innovations,
investments are often impossible, since re-
placeable obsolete equipment is no longer pro-
duced and cannot be found on the market.
Therefore, the main source of innovations, in-
cluding radical ones, are investments in fixed
assets.

The innovative function of investment is
not limited to replacing outdated funds with
new ones at the same enterprise and for the
production of the same products (goods or ser-
vices). With the help of investments, inter-
product (mainly within the enterprise) and in-
tersectoral redistribution of depreciation, prof-
its and borrowed funds is carried out for the
implementation of innovations. Moreover,
with the development of micro-innovations
and improving innovations, such a redistribu-
tion is carried out to a minimum extent. With
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the development and dissemination of basic
innovations, new generations of technology
(technologies) and technological structures,
the inter-industry and inter-product redistribu-
tion of investment and innovative resources is
carried out on a large scale.

As the first President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan I.A. Karimov: «Our important pri-
ority, calculated for the long term and decisive
for the growth of potential, the power of the
country and the competitiveness of the econo-
my, is the implementation of an active invest-
ment policy for the implementation of strategi-
cally significant projects aimed at moderniza-
tion, technical and technological renewal. -the
basic industries, the development of a power-
ful modern network of transport and infra-
structure communicationsy 2].

To ensure sustainable growth rates of the
economy of Uzbekistan and its modernization
is carried out by deep structural changes in the
economy of the republic. It is necessary to
transfer to an innovative way of development
and the rate of growth of investments in fixed
assets. The implementation of innovation poli-
cy in the republic is closely related to a change
in the structure of the leading sectors of the
economy, which carries scientific and techno-
logical progress and ensures large-scale quali-
tative changes in the economy.

The increasing role of investments in en-
suring stable macroeconomic growth directly
depends on the technological structure of in-
vestments. This is due to the fact that a rela-
tively high level of construction and installa-
tion work in the technological structure of in-
vestments will lead to the emergence of new
production facilities, and the high level of
costs for equipment, tools, inventory in the
technological structure of investments allows
the technical and technological re-equipment
of enterprises. ...

Foreign investments are of great eco-
nomic interest for the development of the in-
novation process, the attraction of which can
be facilitated by the provision of a relatively
cheap but qualified labor force and a stable
sales market in Uzbekistan. But for this it is
necessary to strengthen the real guarantees of
the safety and return of foreign loans and in-
vestments, which will be provided by domestic
insurance organizations in the domestic market
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of the republic. As a material security for for-
eign loans and investments, it is apparently
advisable to use republican holdings in foreign
banks, as well as invest foreign currency in
joint production abroad [3]

Consequently, the implementation of
market reforms in Uzbekistan, including the
deepening of privatization processes, the
achievement of macroeconomic stabilization
and the provision of sustainable economic
growth, fundamental structural transformations
in the national economic complex are
inextricably linked with the pursuit of an
active investment policy.

Foreign investment can play a very
important role in these processes. It is this
circumstance that is of particular interest to us.
Foreign investment is one of the main factors
contributing to the accelerated economic
development of the country. Even such highly
developed countries as the USA, Germany,
France, Japan, Great Britain, etc. consider the
constant attraction of foreign capital as a
necessary means of increasing their economic
potential, improving the welfare of citizens.
The intensifying influence of foreign
investments is clearly proved by the
experience of countries that are in a state of
rapid economic development - China, South
Korea, Sinhapur, Malaysia and other East
Asian countries. Their governments have
created a favorable climate, and the results
have been quick to show [4].

Let us dwell on what the most important
tasks facing the economy of our republic can
be solved with the help of foreign investments.

Attracting additional investment capital.
The capital market in the republic is just
beginning to develop, so it cannot provide the
required amount of capital for large projects.
In addition, it is difficult to access the hard
currency required to purchase goods that are
not available on the local market. Foreign
investments can solve both of these problems
at once, because they are a source of external
capital. A foreign investor is not constrained
by the relative, underdeveloped local markets,
capital, or the country's ability to generate
foreign cash flows by exporting goods.

Access to advanced technology. Many
enterprises of the republic use outdated
equipment and technologies, which

significantly reduces labor productivity and
leads to the production of goods of lower
quality. This affects their competitiveness and
reduces the ability to earn hard currency.
Foreign investments make it possible to solve
this problem, because investment goods
embody advanced technology, and businesses
can use new technologies. The alternative of
buying the rights to use the technology

requires the cost of expensive foreign
exchange. Innovative processes make it
possible to dramatically increase labor

productivity at the enterprises of the republic
and will stimulate investment in them.

Access to advanced management
practices. Foreign investors bring with them
advanced proven management practices and
provide opportunities to learn and use them.
This transfer of experience is especially
important in the context of the creation of a
joint venture, the privatization of local
enterprises by foreign investors. Both parties
are in the game - the foreign firm - the investor
implements local knowledge and contacts, and
local businesses will take advantage of the
proposed methods to increase productivity and
improve product quality.

Improving access to the global market.
Foreign investors will help to provide access
to distributed channels and gain experience in
selling goods on the world market, which will
help develop the export capabilities of the
republic and create a reliable source of foreign
exchange.

Accelerating privatization. One of the
necessary conditions for the transition to the
market, for the successful implementation of
the privatization of the pooling of capital.
Thanks to the ability to analyze the economic
opportunities of the enterprise, foreign
investors will provide assistance that will
accelerate access to external sources of funds
and will serve as the basis for the formation of
capital if assets are initially sold and if
investments are required to reorganize
production, change its structure. The
participation of foreign investors can increase
the efficiency of the process by realizing the
opportunities of new privatized enterprises.

Relationship between investments and
innovations as factors of the country's socio-
economic development. Investments and



innovations are quite closely related structural
elements of the market, therefore, any
investment tactics that an enterprise carries out
will be in a certain way related to innovation.
Conclusions and prospects for further
research. Thus, a set of measures will be im-
plemented in the Republic of Uzbekistan
aimed at further increasing the competitive-
ness of the national economy. In accordance
with this, the main directions of the state in-

vestment strategy can be formulated as follows:

- pursuing a targeted policy to deepen
structural transformations;

- comprehensive support of priority in-
dustries in order to ensure the high competi-
tiveness of domestic products in the domestic
and world markets and increase the country's
export potential;

- implementation of state financing of
priority investment projects on a competitive
basis;

- development of industrial and social in-
frastructure;

- improving conditions for enhancing in-
vestment and innovation activities of both do-
mestic and foreign investors.
