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Formulation of the problem. The issue of well-being is a constantly important issue for the existence
of humanity in terms of its components. The ideology of the dominance of the "mother" model increasingly
appears as a marked kind of animation, becoming at the same time a universally recognized priority and a
cultural and "status" compulsion related to the quality of life. The purpose of the article is to determine the
interdisciplinary principles of well-being in terms of its mental, social and economic components. The
subject of research is the conceptual foundations of mental, social and economic well-being. Research
methods: analysis and synthesis, comparison, grouping and analogies. Presenting main material. The article
reveals the authors' reflections on well-being. Arguments and reasons are presented to confirm the principle
of equal opportunities in access to social and economic benefits of individuals, which in turn predict their
mental well-being. Issues related to well-being in the above dimensions will be considered in the context of
the need for changes that are introduced in social life through, among other things, man's opus magnum,
which is the phenomenon of globalization. The issue of well-being and, as a result, happiness is presented
as a subject of interdisciplinary analysis carried out by representatives of many scientific disciplines,
including philosophy, psychology, sociology, economics and ethics. Different interpretations of approaches
to well-being and well-being are presented. The essence of the concept of well-being in the system of
related concepts, such as wealth, standard of living, quality of life, economic well-being and social well-
being, is revealed. Attention is focused on socio-economic well-being, which is revealed in the context of
the implementation of the above-mentioned principle of equal opportunities in access to benefits related to
the spheres of mental, social and economic components. Originality and practical significance of the
research. The practical value of the research lies in the fact that the obtained results deepen in the conditions
of globalization and consist, among other things, in supporting poor countries and equalizing differences in
the income levels of citizens of different countries. Access to and use of even basic economic goods and
services is critical to the integration of members of modern society. Research conclusions. In the conditions
of deepening globalization, the problem of economic and social well-being takes on a new expression. On
the one hand, it will be economic alienation, and on the other - alienation in the social sphere. It should be
remembered that economic and social exclusion (caused, among other things, by low income or even no
access to the labor market, inability to meet certain needs, services, etc.) is closely related to mental well-
being. Therefore, the modern world must face the problem of economic and social inequality and organize
social life in such a way that it promotes the development of all people as much as possible, i.e. "pro

Formulation of the problem. The issue
of well-being is a very important (nontemporal)
issue for our functioning from the point of view
of human existence. Almost every day we
problematize the components of well-being,
therefore they become the leading actor in the
axis of our lives. The discussed topic is
important because the so-called the ideology of
the “have”-model domination increasingly seems
to be characterized by a kind of animation,
becoming at the same time a universally
accepted priority and a cultural and “status”
compulsion related to the quality of life.

Issues related to well-being in its various
dimensions are non-temporal, because in my
opinion, the satisfaction of human needs (mental,
social or economic ones) determines the sense of
happiness. According to T. Hobbes, an English

baroque philosopher, “it refers to the possibility
of fulfilling human desires in every era" [15]. It
is worth mentioning in this context that in the
20th century, the most comprehensive collection
on the concept of happiness was prepared by W.
Tatarkiewicz, one of the greatest philosophical
minds of the 20th century, in his work Treatise
on Happiness.

The principle of equal opportunities in
access to social and economic goods became my
inspiration for reflections on well-being.
Therefore, in this essay, the author will mention
the most important arguments and reasons for
validating the principle of equal opportunities in
access to social and economic goods of
individuals, which in turn imply their mental
well-being. Moreover, issues related to well-
being in the above dimensions will be
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considered in the context of the necessity of
changes introduced into social life due to, among
others, human's opus magnum, which is the
phenomenon of globalization.

For the purposes of this study, the authors
will allow themselves a huge shortcut (justified
by editorial requirements) in explaining the most
important concepts and terms used in this essay,
and at the same time will clarify the area of their
considerations.

Issues of well-being and, consequently,
happiness are the subject of interdisciplinary
analyses, in  particular  undertaken by
representatives of many scientific disciplines,
including: philosophy, psychology, sociology,
economics and ethics.

Analysis of recent research and
publications. The first problem encountered
while preparing to write this essay was defining
well-being. The controversy surrounding this
concept is primarily related to its complexity and
differences in the interpretation of its
rudimentary dimensions. According to the
analyses, the literary concept of well-being is
often identified with welfare (e.g. S. Kot 2000, D.
G., Blanchflower and J. Oswald, 2000). The
conducted analyzes show that both of these
concepts primarily refer to the income or
possessions of an individual or group (material
approach). Therefore, it can be a rudimentary
determinant of happiness. This position is
strongly emphasized by, among others,
economic sciences. This belief clearly appears in
the publication of R. Wilkinson and K. Pickett:
The Spirit of Equality. Why equality is better for
everyone, 2011). In addition, an in-depth
analysis of such works by the French sociologist
Pierre Bourdieu as: Practical Reason; On the
theory of action (2009), Sociology in Question,
Sage Publications (1995), allows us to state with
a high degree of assertion that the components of
well-being - using Bourdieu's expression - may
also be socially distinctive features. In turn,
welfare is usually a subjective issue that does not
refer to a material approach. This position is
shared by, among others, Diener, who states in
one of his works that "well-being means an
individual feeling of happiness and satisfaction
with life. The assessment of well-being is
usually subjective (subjective well-being (SWB))
and is based on two categories: on the
examination of experiences of pleasure and pain
and the mentioned satisfaction with life [5].

After thoroughly analyzing the literature, |
consider it inappropriate to equate well-being
with welfare. Therefore, | will refer my

considerations about welfare to the economic
and social spheres. However, the concept of
well-being will be focused on the mental sphere.
The above thesis is more justified in the context
of the methodology of calculating welfare and
well-being. According to references, the above-
mentioned dimensions of well-being are
assessed  through  objective  (quantitative,
measurable) indices, the so-called “hard” ones
(e.g. indices determining volume and quality). In
turn, mental well-being refers to a subjective
assessment (qualitative, unmeasurable), related
to, for example, lifestyle. That is why welfare
should not be equated with well-being. These
issues are highlighted, among others, by: D.
Phillips (2006), E. Diener and E. Suh (1999).

Turning now to the definition of the
concept of well-being, it should be mentioned
that several terms are associated with this
concept, such as: wealth, standard of living,
quality of life, economic well-being and social
well-being. The above terms are often used as
synonyms, which in my opinion is a subjective
error [9].

N.G. Markiv and M.P. Taylor state that
well-being “...is the degree to which a person
feels happy or satisfied with life [11]. In turn, A.
Sen notes that “The well-being of a given person
can be understood as his quality of life (...), life
is a set of “functionings” which can be very
diverse, ranging from such elementary as proper
nutrition, enjoying good health (...), to more
complex achievements, such as participation in
social life”’[16]. Therefore, each of the
“functionings” creates the specific well-being of
each individual.

In turn, in ethics and normative economics,
well-being is determined through an ethical
assessment of the life or condition of a given
entity [18].

The purpose of the article is to determine
the interdisciplinary principles of well-being in
terms of its mental, social and economic
components. The subject of research is the
conceptual foundations of mental, social and
economic well-being.

Presentation of the main research
material. When analyzing the definition of
economic well-being, it most often refers to
material goods, their distribution, and, above all,
to the income and financial situation of an
individual, group, etc. B. Kasprzyk and A.
Kasprzyk in one of their works confirm the
above conclusions: The category of material
situation has direct relationship with income,
which is a certain dimension of a person's



resource stream. This stream means the currently
achieved level of income, as well as all types of
property understood as the so-called wealth.
Hence, the financial situation should be treated
as a simplified level of well-being [8]. In turn, E.
Aksman defines economic well-being as the
level of real income and wealth (the level of total
expenses, i.e. consumption of goods and services,
is assumed) [1].

The concept of well-being refers not only
to the economic sphere, but also to the social
sphere. Since the concept of well-being was
enriched with this category, it has been one of
the most frequently discussed and problematized
issues in scientific and journalistic discourse.
The elements of social well-being are:

» freedom, incl. words, criticism, print,
choice of: worldview, confession, profession,
associations of political orientation or national
affiliation, and no discrimination;

* justice, which means, among others:
equal application of legal and moral standards to

everyone and reliable, non-biased conflict
resolution;
» internal security, which means the

maximum possible reduction of any threats
within the state community, and external
security, which means the maximum possible
reduction of any threats to society and the state
from the foreign environment;

» scientific, technical, educational,
managerial and moral progress contributed by
society to the global achievements of civilization.

« employment security, price stability,

» ensuring health care, social security),
level of knowledge and education, lifestyle [1].

To sum up this part of the considerations,
it should be stated that both economic and social
well-being are constitutive features of the so-
called economics of well-being, which include: a
well-functioning economy, a desired level of
economic and social well-being, the efficient
allocation of scarce resources, and a fair
distribution of wealth [12].

It must be admitted that quality of life is
definitely a subjective category, difficult to
measure. It is broadly understood as the level of
satisfaction an individual receives as a result of
the consumption of goods and services
purchased on the market, consumption of public
goods, forms of spending free time and other
characteristics of the environment (material and
social) in which he or she is located. In other
words, the quality of life, including the
economic and non-economic dimensions, is the

degree of human satisfaction with one's
existence.

According to J. Czapinski, well-being is
additionally determined by a person's will to live
and satisfaction with particular areas of his or
her life, e.g. private life, including social life,
work, health or housing conditions. However,
these factors are related to a much broader
quality of life, assessed mostly objectively
(through the analysis of statistical data). The
recurring categories of quality of life measured
by the most popular indices are: physical and
emotional health, health behaviors, access to
basic goods, education, natural environment,
work, income, subjective evaluation of life and
gender equality.

Moving on to the merits of the matter, |
would like to emphasize that in terms of social
and economic well-being, the above-mentioned
principle of equal opportunities in access to
goods related to the above-mentioned areas
should apply. Fulfillment of this principle, in
turn, implies equalization of the mental well-
being of individuals. The above conclusions are
reflected in the literature. It is worth mentioning
here, among others, M. Noyak, who in his book
"Christianity, democracy, capitalism” talks about
the concept of the so-called democratic
capitalism, based mainly on Abraham Lincoln's
idea that “all men are created equal”[14].

Therefore, every person should have equal
opportunities  for economic  development,
obtaining specific material goods and becoming
rich. Moreover, every state unit should have
equal access to the so-called social gains, among
others access to education, health care, labor
market, various types of services and meeting
the very current issue related to security.
Implementation of the so-called distributive
justice would be a guarantor that would equalize
individuals' access to economic and social well-
being. This state of affairs, as | mentioned earlier,
is the spiritus movens of mental comfort, i.e.
mental well-being. Of course, taking into
account Lincoln's idea that all people are equal,
one must be aware of the subjective feelings of
an individual, especially their mental well-being.

In today's, seemingly very “progressive
times” and in the era of democratic capitalism,
this idea could be justified. However, as
numerous examples taken from social reality
show, discrimination still occurs. It can be
noticed, among others, when hiring employees,
primarily due to skin color, gender, age, religion,
class, political views, disability or appearance. It
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already appears during job interviews, when
unethical questions are asked.

Although common norms and standards
are defined to counteract this unfavorable
phenomenon, they are not effective enough to
completely eliminate it. Therefore, companies
that try to operate in accordance with basic
ethical principles are looking for new, innovative,
and sometimes slightly controversial solutions in
this area. One of them is the so-called
compensating effect. G. Chryssides mentioned it
in his book “Introduction to business ethics”. Its
essence is for the company to take steps [14],
which aim to help groups that are particularly
discriminated against, e.g. on the labor market.
An example of such activities may be organizing
special programs for discriminated groups
(sending employees to courses and interpersonal
training), which will allow them to increase their
self-confidence.

The method of compensatory action has
both many opponents and supporters. The main
argument against its use is the statement that
“entrepreneurs who use positive discrimination
in favor of certain groups may be accused of
using exactly the same type of discrimination to
which they were allegedly opposed”. Supporters
of this method counter the attacks by putting
forward unconvincing counter-arguments. One
of them is the view that men should take
responsibility for the advantage they have in
society, therefore “compensatory action is a type
of sanction imposed on those groups that have
traditionally dominated in the spheres with the

greatest power”. Another argument is the
statement that the so-called positive
discrimination will equalize women's

opportunities in the labor market, provide them
with much better prospects and at the same time
contribute to gender equality. Another way to
eliminate discrimination in the workplace is to
“set certain quotas for the employment of
particular categories of employees”. This
involves assigning predetermined limits, most
often expressed in percentages, for admitting
socially discriminated groups.

Of course, these programs also face some
obstacles. One of them may be the emergence of
a situation in which employees are hired not
based on their skills and qualifications, but to fill
the planned quota.

The methods of combating discrimination
at work presented above have both advantages
and disadvantages. However, a positive aspect
should seem to be the fact that ethical companies
are constantly improving them so that, as it is

emphasized in the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights, “every person, regardless of any
differences, has the right to equal pay for equal
work” [4].

However, the fact that even in countries
with the highest level of welfare there are
significant areas of poverty proves the
ineffectiveness of this policy or — in the case of
effective social policy — a specific understanding
of welfare. Economic inequality is also observed
in every society. Finally, regardless of the
sources of these inequalities, they may be
perceived by society as fair or unfair. In-depth
scientific reflection on well-being, inequality and
distributive justice seems necessary.

From a sociological perspective, lifestyle
can be related to classes, levels, groups and
social units, so we can talk about, for example, a
specific lifestyle which, wusing Bourdieu's
expression is a distinctive, status and prestigious
value” [10] for the given social categories.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. There is an opinion that equality is an
“empty idea”, an “empty form that has no
content”. Nevertheless, I believe that equal
access to economic and social goods is a
necessary condition for individuals to achieve
psychological well-being. Unfortunately, in
every country in the world there is a group of
people having significant difficulties in
accessing or using the above-mentioned goods.
These difficulties are strongly related to the
phenomenon of social exclusion.

An opportunity to implement the discussed
principle could be civilizational changes, the
technological and IT revolution, and, above all,
globalization processes. They include, among
others: economic sphere. The idea of
globalization also draws attention to the issues of
free flow of capital, goods and services between
countries of the world. In turn, the social sphere
indicates the building of one social world.
Therefore, we can say that globalization is about
economic and social integration (solidarity) of
the world. However, we should remember that
globalization does not only bring benefits. A
derivative of globalization in the international
dimension (macro approach) is the widening
development gap and differences in living
standards  between  highly industrialized
countries and countries that were recently
classified as the Third World. Another important
consequence of globalization is the deepening of
income disparities and social inequalities at the
scale of individual nation states (micro
approach). Increasing economic competition is



pushing many groups to the margins of social
life (e.g. the unemployed, immigrants). New
forms of “exclusion” [17], poverty and social
pathology are emerging, which pose a serious
challenge to contemporary social policy.

B. Holyst draws attention to the above
mentioned problems, resulting from exclusion. He
states that the effects of social exclusion include:
(...) the creation of organizations dealing in people
smuggling (...), an increase in begging and
vagrancy (...), the emergence of usually petty
criminal crimes committed by foreigners (...), the
emergence and development of organized crime of
an ethnic nature (drugs, racketeering, money
laundering, sex business, trafficking in women and
children and others) (...) [7].

E. Currie also shares the above thesis,
writing that “(...) the increase in social exclusion
has a negative impact on the life of local
communities, which suffer from the loss of
permanent income of their members, the constant
flow of residents and the weakening of the
cohesion of the environment. Excluded people are
unable to achieve the economic status and level of
consumption promoted in society through legally
available means. According to the above-
mentioned researcher, bypassing legal - and
choosing illegal - means of achieving a goal is the
most harmful aspect of the relationship between
social exclusion and crime [6].

The problem of economic and social well-
being therefore takes on a new expression. On
the one hand, it will be economic exclusion, and
on the other hand, it will be exclusion in the
social sphere. It should be remembered that
economic and social exclusion (caused, among
others, by low income or even lack of access to
the labor market, inability to meet specific needs,
services, etc.) is strongly related to mental well-
being. Access and use of even basic economic
goods and services are crucial for the integration
of members of modern society.

In modern conditions of orientation
towards the achievement of the Sustainable
Development Goals, the opposite process to
social alienation, namely, social involvement is
realized to a greater extent through the spread of
social responsibility practices in socio-economic
systems of various levels [19].

To sum up, it can be concluded that
globalization ideas involving, among others, to
support poor countries and equalize differences
in the income levels of citizens from different
countries, however, seem to remain only in the
sphere of theory. In practice, the rich become
richer and the poor become poorer. The

following words of R. Marx should be a
confirmation of the existing disproportions: “A
billion people in the world today live in extreme
poverty; they have to survive on less than a
dollar a day, which means their biological
existence is directly threatened. If we
conventionally set the obvious poverty line at
less than two dollars a day per person, the
number of those who must live below this line is
estimated at over two and a half billion. This
dramatic poverty of so many people can be
contrasted with the equally dramatic wealth of
few others” [13].

The existing antagonisms may be the
spiritus movens of the rebellion of people
characterized by low economic and social well-
being against the “epidemic of loneliness”
described by A. Toffler [20]. Therefore, today's
world must face the problem of economic and
social inequalities and organize social life in
such a way that it is as conducive to the
development of all people as possible, i.e. “pro
publico bono”, which in turn will contribute to
equalizing their mental well-being. Otherwise, as
one of the most outstanding philosophers of the
20th century, Karl R. Popper [3], writes in his
work entitled The Misery of Historicism: “(...)
neither science nor any other method will allow
us to predict the course of the future history”.

PRELIMINARY ASSESSMENT OF THE CAPACITY OF COMMUNITIES AND
DISTRICTS LUGHAN REGION AFTER DEOCCUPATION

Formulation of the problem. The large-scale aggression of the Russian Federation against Ukraine at
the beginning of 2022 led to the fact that the entire Luhansk region is occupied, and the Donetsk region is
occupied by half. However, the issue of assessing the capacity of communities and districts after de-
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occupation became relevant. This is due to the fact that the assessment is influenced by many factors, the
main one of which is the population that will return to those territories after de-occupation. The purpose of
the article is to substantiate the calculations of the preliminary assessment of the capacity of territorial
communities and districts of the Luhansk region after deoccupation. Methods used in the research: compar-
ative analysis, detailing and generalization, grouping. The hypothesis of the study was the assumption that
after the deoccupation of Luhansk region, there will be no viable territorial communities due to the depopu-
lation of these territories. Summary of the main material: Three criteria (indicators) were used for the pre-
liminary assessment of the capacity of territorial communities and districts of Luhansk region after de-
occupation: the number of people permanently living in the territory of a capable territorial community; the
number of students; share of the working population. The scenarios of the decrease in the number of the
population and, accordingly, the share of the population of working age after deoccupation have been calcu-
lated. The optimistic scenario is the option when more than 70% of the population will return, most of
which are of working age (more than 70%), the most realistic scenario is the return of approximately 50%
of the population (the share of the population of working age from 70% to 30%), and the pessimistic sce-
nario , this is when less than 30% of the population will return, among which less than 30% are of working
age. Based on the results of the calculations, the number of capable communities and districts after de-
occupation was determined. The originality and practical significance of the research consists in determin-
ing the number of capable communities and districts under optimistic and pessimistic scenarios. Conclu-
sions and prospects for further research. Based on the results of the evaluation, it was determined that un-
der the optimistic scenario, 26 capable communities and 7 districts will remain in Luhansk region after de-
occupation, and under the pessimistic scenario, 18 communities and 4 districts will remain. However, the
real scenario is more likely, i.e. it is between optimistic and pessimistic. Further research lies in the plane
of detailed analysis of the real scenario of the formation of capable communities and districts in the territory

of Luhansk region after the de-occupation up to the borders in 1991.

INTERNATIONAL ARMS TRADE IN THE CONTEXT OF TECHNOLOGICAL
INNOVATION

Problem statement. Innovative technology development is an integral part of the qualitative changes
taking place in the defense industry. Research in the field of defense poses a dilemma for scientists: on the
one hand, access to military discourse should remain confidential; on the other hand, research in the social
sciences should fully cover the results and make them understandable. The purpose of the study: to high-
light the mechanism of international arms trade and the dependence of its characteristics on the level of de-
velopment of innovative technologies in the defense sector of individual countries. The subject of the study:
features and mechanisms of the global arms market functioning depending on the development of techno-
logical innovations in the defense industry. Methods used in the study: stimulating reflection, analysis and
synthesis, historical, dialectical, systematic, logical. Research hypothesis: it is assumed that innovations in
the defense industry lead to changes in the structural characteristics of the global arms market. Summary of
the main material: the nine largest exporters in the international arms market are identified, and the latest
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trends in the global arms market are analyzed. Based on the data on preliminary orders and final negotia-
tions, forecasts of trends in the development of international arms trade in the near future are made. The key
breakthrough technologies that will form the basis for the future development of the defense industry and
the global arms market are highlighted. Originality and practical significance of the study: an in-depth
analysis of the mechanisms of the international arms market functioning was carried out, and possible
trends in its development were identified. Conclusions: the peculiarities of the international arms market
functioning are as follows: difficulties in controlling commodity transactions and technological exchanges,
non-transparency of registration and verification of export-import operations, which results in a limited
number of producers and exporters dominating it. Innovative defense technologies have led to the develop-
ment of a number of new areas of the international arms market. Outsourcing is highlighted as an important
trend in the development of the arms market. Prospects for further research: are to highlight the peculiari-
ties of the impact of each of the breakthrough technologies on changes in the global arms market.

B — The legal and regulatory framework
for small and medium enterprises in the United
Arab Emirates [12, p. 123].

Supporting  small and  medium
enterprises is a priority in the UAE
government's agenda, given its importance in
supporting its policy aimed at diversifying the
sources of income for the national economy
and increasing job opportunities, which
necessitated the development of elaborate
plans. Mission to provide the appropriate
environment to support the sector during the
past years. The UAE also seeks to enhance the
contribution and performance of the small and
medium enterprises sector through laws,
initiatives, programs and regulations that help

in their sources of financing, and these include:

The National Program for Small and Medium
Enterprises and Enterprises, the Institution of
Sah Mohammed Bin Rashid for Small and
Medium  Enterprises Development, and
Khalifa Fund. The UAE is distinguished by the
existence of an independent law regulating the
micro, small and medium enterprises sector, as
represented by Federal Law No. 2 of 2014,
which focused on the following:

* Developing small and medium
enterprises so that they are an essential support
for economic development in the Emirates.

* Spreading and encouraging a culture of
research, development, creativity, innovation
and entrepreneurship that achieves the UAE's
economic aspirations.

* Coordinating the efforts of the
concerned authorities to develop small and
medium enterprises.

* Enhancing the competitiveness of
small and medium enterprises in order to
provide job opportunities for the benefit of the
UAE economy.

* Developing programs and initiatives
aimed at developing small and medium
enterprises in the Emirates.

Motivate and support citizens to enter
the labor market in the field of small and
medium enterprises and contribute to the local
product total.

* Enhancing the UAE's position as a
center for entrepreneurship and project
establishment.

In terms of the regulatory framework,
there are five entities that participate and
complement each other in regulating the work
of the micro, small and medium enterprises
sector at the federal level in the Emirates, as
follows:

- Ministry of Economy: The Ministry
operates in accordance with the objectives of
Federal Law No. 2 of 2014 regarding small
and medium enterprises to support and
develop the micro, small and medium
enterprises sector so that it is a main supporter
of economic development. The United Arab
Emirates by adopting a number of mechanisms
stipulated in the Small and Medium
Enterprises Law.

- Small and Medium Enterprises Council:

It is affiliated to the Ministry of Economy, and
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includes in its membership 15 federal and
local bodies and representatives from the
private sector. The Council is concerned with
setting and developing policies and strategic
plans for the development of projects, and
setting controls And the necessary rules for
coordination  between  the  concerned
authorities, periodic review of the unified
definition and classification criteria for
projects,  proposing  amendments  and
submitting them to the Council of Ministers, in
addition to setting conditions and criteria for
membership in the national program for the
referred projects. Small and medium.

- The National Program for Small and
Medium Enterprises: The program was
established under Federal Law No. 2 of 2014

under the auspices of the Ministry of Economy.

Business owners of small and medium national
projects, and the development of general
frameworks and broad lines that aim to
provide expertise  necessary technical,
administrative and training support in various
fields, with the aim of promoting and
developing small and medium enterprises and
projects, in addition to preparing a periodic
evaluation for them, as well as coordinating
with federal government agencies and local
and the private sector to market the products of
the program members inside and outside the
country, and to coordinate with the concerned
authorities to provide benefits and incentives
for these projects.

- Ministry of Human Resources and
Emiratisation: works to regulate the labor
market for companies and individuals in the
private sector and provides facilities and
incentives for Emirati entrepreneurs.

-The Central Bank of the United Arab
Emirates: It is coordinating with the Small and
Medium Enterprises Council to set up
mechanisms to provide credit facilities and
finance the sector's activities, in addition to
coordinating with banks operating in the
country to facilitate financing of the sector.
Small and medium enterprises.

In this aspect, we will discuss the
research methodology, as well as discuss the
results reached in light of the proposed

hypotheses.
The type of research used in this
research is associative research using

secondary data, which is annual time series
data for a period of 21 years, which is the
period 1999-2019 in the United Arab Emirates.
The data was obtained from several sources,
such as economic and financial statistics, the
Ministry of Cooperatives and Small and
Medium Enterprises in the United Arab
Emirates, the Central Bureau of Statistics in
the United Arab Emirates, and the United Arab
Emirates Bank. Economic growth data is
measured by real Gross Domestic Product
(GDP) at constant 2000 prices, SME business
data is measured by the number of units SMEs
have in units, employment data, specifically
the working-age population (aged 15 years and
over) or number. A resident of a country has
the capacity to spend each unit of time
producing goods or services, either for himself
or for others. In this case, labor absorbed by
SMEs is measured in units of persons.

The research method used is Granger
causality test and vector error correction model,
to facilitate the separation of long-run and
short-run components in the data generation
process.

The first step in cointegration testing is
to test whether or not the data is invariant. The
method used for this stability test is the Unit
Root Test (Unit Root Test) or the Augmented
Dickey-Fuller (ADF) test. Table 2, below,
represents the results of the static tests.

Table 2 shows optimal delay selection
using Akaike information criteria (AIC) and
Schwarz criteria (SC) which showed that the
order p = 1 gives minimum AIC and SC values
and is an optimal arrangement such that the
next test stage uses a delay of 1.

Using Granger causality in Table 3, it
was found that there is a one-way causal
relationship from the number of SMEs to
economic growth, because (2.87456 > Fcount
(5.56941Ftable and Prob) = 0.0524) when a is
less than 5%.

This proves the validity of the main
hypothesis, as small and medium industries
contribute significantly to raising the rate of
economic growth, and similar to the research
that was conducted, there is a one-way causal
relationship between the number of small and
medium enterprises and economic growth.

This requirement is consistent with the
theory that the large number of SMEs plays a
role in encouraging business development in the
UAE, and stimulating economic growth.

economic activity and has implications for
increasing economic growth.

The results of Granger causality test also
showed that there is a one-way causal
relationship from the number of SMEs to the
labor force, that is, from the value of) Fcount
(8.69541) > Ftable (2.89565) and Prob.
(0.0010)), when a is less than 5%.

The results of the stability test (ADF)
showed that all data are stable at the first
difference, and the values of the co-integration
test (Table 4) showed that only one equation was
the equation that was combined together, that is,
the one that has a tracking statistical value
(39.5648) that is greater than the critical value
0.05 (30.65412), this indicates a long-term
relationship or cointegration between variables
and changes in economic growth, and the
number of small and medium enterprises and the
workforce of small and medium enterprises have
stable or balanced relationships and long-term
similarities in the movement. The static data in
the first difference and mutually integrated

indicate that VECM is the correct method for
processing the data.

As for the short-term VECM estimation
analysis as shown in Table No., the CointEql
coefficient shows a significant cointegration of
0.035641, and this indicates that there is an
adjustment mechanism from the short term to the
long term 0.035641% towards the optimal goal
of GDP. As for the short term, 2.62E-06
indicates the existence of an adjustment
mechanism from the short term to the long term
2.51E-05% towards the optimal GDP target. As
for the cointegration coefficient of 4.32E-
06CointEql, it indicates that the adjustment
mechanism from the short run to the long run is
4.32E-06% towards the optimal target of GDP.

Table 5 shows that the number of SMEs in
lag-1 has a positive and significant effect on
economic growth with a t-statistic value of
1.98457 greater than the t-table at the real level
of 5% (1.76514). The value of the variable
coefficient for the number of SMEs is 0.326514.
This indicates that if there was a 1 percent
increase in the number of SMEs in the previous
year, it would increase economic growth by
0.326514 percent in the current year. The
coefficient of determination (R- squared) is
0.458796, which means that the effect of the
number of SMEs and the SME workforce on
economic growth is —45.8796%, while the
remaining 54.1204% is determined by other
factors. It also revealed that small and medium
enterprises are able to make a significant
contribution of more than 50% to the economic
growth in the United Arab Emirates. Small and
medium enterprises are suitable as engines of
economic development, so the government
should focus on stimulating the creation of small

and medium enterprises to continue achieving
their best performance.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. In this study, it was concluded that the
changing number of small and medium
enterprises and economic growth have a causal
relationship in one direction. And that the labor
force in small and medium enterprises and
economic growth in the United Arab Emirates
have a unidirectional or bidirectional causal
relationship. This proves the validity of the first
sub-hypothesis, as the results of the VECM
analysis showed that in the short term, there is a
significant positive effect of the number of
SMEs in lag-1 on economic growth, which
means that a change of 1 percent in the number
of SMEs in the previous year It will affect the
economy. By 0.458796 percent in the current
year, and there is a co-integration of economic
growth with the number of small and medium
enterprises and the workforce in small and
medium enterprises in the long run. This proves
the validity of the second sub-hypothesis, as the



IRF results showed that the response to the
changing number of small and medium
enterprises and economic growth in the United
Arab Emirates takes 6 months to produce a
stable response.

Thus, SMEs clearly present a one-way
causal relationship as the largest dominant
business activity in the UAE and it has been
proven that they represent more than 99% of the
total number of companies in the UAE. A series
of strategic policies and objectives to increase
economic growth, namely increasing productivity
and product competitiveness, and facilitating
access to credit financing for small and medium
enterprises; As well as promoting a new
entrepreneurial spirit for aspiring entrepreneurs in
the United Arab Emirates.

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Formulation of the problem. In recent
years, positive results have been achieved in
Azerbaijan in the area of increasing the volume of
electronic payments, stable development of the
payment card market, and the use of electronic
banking services.

The “Strategic Roadmap for the Development
of Financial Services in the Republic of
Azerbaijan”, approved by Presidential Decree No.
1138 dated December 6, 2016, identifies priority
activities that will help strengthen financial
inclusion in the country and improve regulatory
mechanisms to accelerate digital transformation in
the banking system.

In the reporting period of 2020, the total
volume of e-commerce transactions in the domestic
market amounted to 1.3 billion US dollars.

As of the end of the third quarter of 2020, 27
banks and national postal operators offer internet
banking, and 23 banks offer mobile banking
services. Compared to the same period last year, the
total volume of electronic banking transactions
increased by 58% (USD 8.4 billion), and compared
to 2018 - by 5.3 times (USD 18.6 billion).

In 2023, 20.8% of retail purchases are
expected to be made online. By 2026, this figure is
projected to reach 24%. In 2023, the US e-
commerce market exceeded $1.1 trillion in sales.

In June 2020, the Chamber of Financial
Markets Control approved new “Rules for opening,
maintaining and closing bank accounts” and
determined the procedure for remote opening of
bank accounts. Legal entities and individuals who
are already residents or non-residents of the country
can make various payment transactions by opening
bank accounts without physically coming to the
bank.

In  connection with the tightening of
conditions for remote identification, new procedures
based on international best practices make it
possible to increase the wvolume of permitted
transactions on a bank account. To open bank
accounts remotely, methods such as authentication
in relevant information resources, the use of video
and an enhanced electronic signature are used

Analysis of recent research and
publications. One of the reforms to be carried out in
the field of electronic payments is the creation of a
unified digital identification system. Depending on
the functionality, such a system is formed on the

basis of data from clients served in various areas of
the financial sector. The Central Bank is taking
steps to create a “Digital Identity System” based on
blockchain technology. Currently, a tender has been
held and a corresponding working group has been
formed. The creation of a “Digital Identification
System” will accelerate digital integration into the
banking system and introduce new technologies for
remote opening of bank accounts.

The purpose of the article is characterise the
transformation of the structure of the currency
control system in the digital economy of Azerbaijan.

Presentation of the main research material.
The changes also affected the activities of banks in
acquiring with business entities as part of combating
fraudulent transactions in the field of payment cards.
According to the new changes, acquiring banks
must identify suspicious transactions made with
payment cards and directly from a card account
without presenting cards in the service network, and
promptly respond if outside interference is detected
in the operation of ATMs, POS terminals, etc.

Analysis of various indicators in the payment
ecosystem allows us to note the fact that since the
beginning of 2019, positive results have been
achieved in the area of increasing the volume of
electronic payments, the stable development of the
payment card market and the use of electronic
banking services in the country.

During the first three quarters of 2019, the
Real-Time Interbank Settlement System processed
628,000 payment orders totaling $101.5 billion. The
Small Settlement and Clearing System (SMCS)
carried out 39.8 million payment transactions worth
$10.9 billion. During the same period in 2017, the
volume of payment transactions in AZIPS increased
by 39% ($28.4 billion), and in BCSS by 36.5%
(%$2.9 billion).

The economic impact of globalization is
growing as the network of connections between
countries and companies becomes wider anddeeper.
As huge swaths of the population in emerging
economies become entrenched in the middle class,
an increasing share of global business involves
cross-border flows. Digital flows of data,
information and communication allow ideas and
innovations to spread around the world, and they
enable companies to pool the best resources and
talent to create better products and services.



The currency in circulation is the amount of
money issued by monetary authorities minus the
currency withdrawn from the economy. The
currency in circulation is an important component of
a country's money supply.

Along with the issue of cash in Azerbaijan
and most countries, control over the circulation of
money is one of the functions of the Central Bank.
In general, if the control function in our country was
carried out by the Central Bank, then the Chamber
for Control of Financial Markets, created in 2016,
also controls financial institutions from the other
side. The Financial Markets Supervisory Authority
is responsible for overseeing which institutions?
And how does it differ from Central Bank control?
The Central Bank determines monetary and
exchange rate policy, organizes and controls the
circulation of cash, maintains a stable exchange rate
of the manat, maintains and manages the gold and
foreign exchange reserves at its disposal, and if it is
engaged in other monetary activities, insurance,
investment funds, credit organizations, The
securities market (banking and non-banking credit
institutions) and non-cash payment systems are
responsible for the activities, regulation, licensing
and supervision of the Chamber of Financial
Markets Supervision.

Increasing adoption and use of digital
payments will lead to a reduction in cash-related
costs and operational costs for banks and businesses
through transparency in economic cycles, which in
turn will expand the tax base as well as access to
financial services for households and businesses,
and will also strengthen the lending and investment
capabilities of the banking sector and will ultimately
contribute to economic growth.

The state program has been prepared in order
to implement the measures envisaged in the
expansion of digital payments and achieve the
performance indicators specified in the “Strategic
Roadmap for the Development of
Telecommunications and Information Technologies
in the Republic of Azerbaijan”, approved by the
Resolution of the President of the Republic of
Azerbaijan dated December 6, 2016. No. 1138.

In general, controlling large volumes of cash
in circulation is a rather complex process. In
addition, a large amount of cash deprives individual
business entities of investment and credit
opportunities and, ultimately, significantly limits
financial intermediation, which is considered one of
the main functions of banks. The significant
predominance of cash circulation leads to a number
of structural problems, including a violation of
transparency and financial stability, disorganization
of trade operations, etc.

The legal aspect of the activities of processing
organizations is regulated by the set of rules of the
Central Bank of the Republic of Azerbaijan “Issuing
permits to processing organizations and monitoring
processing activities.” Basically, it includes
important rules for carrying out activities, including
the reliability of the created system and the rules for
its control.

At the macro level, a number of important
reforms have been implemented aimed at expanding
the scale of non-cash payments in our country,
satisfying the needs of the population and
facilitating payments through payment systems. The
most important of them is the National Payment
System (NPS), created by the Central Bank of the
Republic of Azerbaijan and combining a complex of
developed software.

The mentioned infrastructure consists of two
main components: One of them is called AZIPS.
Which was created on February 16, 2001. Later, at
the end of 2002, the Petty Payments Settlement
(PTS) Clearing System was created. As a result of
the commissioning of this infrastructure, significant
changes occurred in the financial and banking
system. Thus, interbank transactions are easily
carried out in real time, and the speed of money
circulation has increased significantly. In addition,
small-volume and regularly recurring payments
were made on the basis of electronic media, which
was one of the main reasons for the transition of
organizations and government bodies that make
numerous small payments to the MOS
infrastructure.

After talking about the macro level, it should
be mentioned that there are payment portals at the
micro level and their features. Recently, mobility
has been noticeable in online payment systems,
which are mainly considered a new technology.
Hesab.az (https://hesab.az/) is considered the leader
in the electronic payment market. If we consider
that you can make payments here without
registering, we can see that it serves more people
than indicated. In addition to Hesab.az, there are
other companies offering payment services, such as
e-pul.az, epay.az, AzeriCard.com.

One of the main advantages of Hesab.az is
that it has been on the market for a long time and
has more experience than others. Here, as stated on
the site itself, security is at a high level. And regular
checks are carried out. The payment system
combines more than 100 services.

Analysis of the main publications and studies.

Although e-pul.az (https://www.e-
pul.az/epay/az/home), which is one of the newest
payment systems, has recently joined its

competitors, it does not lag behind them thanks to
the services that it offers. One of the main

advantages of a system that is at a good level
mainly in terms of website design and
functionality is that it can make frequently
recurring payments in a simplified form. This is
the main additional convenience offered to users.
Security protection is at a normal level.

According to calculations based on data
from the Central Bank of Azerbaijan (CBA), the
volume of electronic transactions in December
2022 increased by 17.7% compared to November
2021.

In December 2021, the population of
Azerbaijan paid 1.076 billion manats in the e-
commerce network with bank cards. The previous
record was recorded in November 2020 - 914
million manat.

In 2022, the population will spend $7.208
billion on e-commerce. payments were made in
the amount of manats, which is 86% more than in
2021.

Digital currencies should not be confused
with electronic copies of cash (such as an online
banking account at a retail bank). An online
banking account at a retail bank shows the
amount, such as US dollars, held in the specified
account. In other words, electronic copies of cash
are linked to physical currency. On the other
hand, digital currency refers to a form of
exchange that exists only in digital form and is
not associated with any physical currency. The
most famous example of a digital currency is
Bitcoin. However, today there are many examples
of digital currencies at various stages of maturity.

Digital currencies, depending on the
underlying technology and how they are
managed, can be divided into two types:

* Centralized: Issued and managed centrally
by the company within a closed system, and its
use is usually strictly controlled and controlled by
the company.

* Decentralized (or distributed): not issued
by a specific company or organization and uses
underlying decentralized technology (DLT) to
facilitate transactions.

Therefore, the advantages:

* Anonymity of transactions provided by
decentralization.

* The decision to issue privately is not made
by a political institution, but by an algorithm to
avoid discretionary decisions that could lead to
excessive inflation.  This  will  increase
transparency (for anyone who can read the
algorithm) and predictability of their “monetary
policy.” But this can also be a disadvantage, since

discretionary  decision making allows for
flexibility in dealing with shocks.

Ethereum was designed to provide free
access to anyone in the world. This is why he
supports the development of decentralized
applications that operate without third-party
interference or fraud. This makes it particularly
attractive to people in regions with less developed
financial infrastructure, allowing them to access
important financial products such as insurance
and bank loans.

In this case, the value of Tether is pegged to
exactly 1 US dollar (USD). This has the added
benefit of allowing holders of other virtual
currencies to effectively convert their assets into
US dollars without actually leaving the
cryptocurrency system. Its user-friendly features
are no doubt the reason why it ranks third in terms
of market capitalization, which stands at $68
billion as of October 2022.

Likewise, digital currency is not backed
by a physical commodity and does not exist in
physical form. It is also not linked to any
physical currencies, although digital currencies
are often listed on an exchange against other
currencies such as the US dollar. Like paper
money, its value is determined by the
relationship between supply and demand. If we
take Bitcoin as an example, the scarcity was
caused by limiting the number of Bitcoins that
could ever exist to 21 million. However,
unlike fiat money, digital currencies are not
backed by a government, central authority or
legal entity.

According to the recommendations of the
SWIFT society, payment system operators
should complete the transition to new data for-
mats by the end of 2022, and international finan-
cial payments should be carried out in data for-
mats developed according to the 1S0O20022
standard by 2025.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. Taking into account the innovations
taking place in the international world, the tran-
sition to the 1SO20022 standard in the financial
sector of Azerbaijan will be ensured in accord-
ance with the prepared action plan. Data formats
according to 1SO20022 standards will be pre-
pared for use in the infrastructure of the National
Payment System, and functionality will be creat-
ed for the use of these formats in infrastructure
components and internal information systems of
participants.

While digital money is currently consid-
ered to not pose a major risk to financial stability
and monetary policy globally, it may cause some
problems in the future. For example, digital
money could reduce the revenues of central
banks from issuing fiat money. At the same time,
discussions continue about regulatory research
into the use of digital money.

However, digital currency has become a
global digital asset and investment product, and
also has good development prospects. The main
contents are as follows:

Currently, transferring value
between different clearing systems on a global
scale has the disadvantages of long time and
high cost, as well as digital currency. Digital
currency can solve this problem as a means of
global flow.
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2. Become a new type of payment network.

3. Become a broader and more creative
innovation development trend. It is mainly used
in distributed transactions, smart contracts,
Internet of Things and other areas to help these
areas develop faster.

In the context of digital currency, banks
want to accelerate the implementation of man-
agement transformation, in addition to the method
of reforming the bank's philosophy, it is also an
acceptable way to choose bank restructuring.

Analysis of recent research and

publications. PEST-analysis was developed in
1967 by Francis J. Aguilar, an American
scientist in the field of strategic planning and
general management, as a basic tool for scanning
and analyzing the environment of an
organization (first of all, on the macro-
environment).

And so, firstly, the abbreviation PEST is
made up of the English words:

1) Politics — Political environment;

2) Economics — Economic environment;

3) Socio — Culture — Socio — Cultural
environment;

4) Technology -
environment.

Using PEST analysis of a company, the
following important questions can be answered:

1) Will the product be in demand in the
market?

2) Is it worth entering the market of
another country?

3) What could negatively affect the
development in the future?

The results of a PEST analysis are
important for assessing the potential threats and
opportunities of the environment in which a
company operates. Hence the first rule - when
conducting a PEST-analysis, it is necessary and
important to first of all define a strategic
timeframe: we are investigating what is now or
what will be in a few (how many?) years.

Presentation of the main research
material. An important difference between
external and internal factors is that internal
factors can be influenced somehow by the
company, but not external factors.

1. Political, Political factors.

These factors determine the extent to
which the government can influence the
economy or a particular industry. Political
factors include elements such as: tax policy,
fiscal policy, trade tariffs, etc. that the
government can levy during the financial year
and this can sufficiently affect the business
environment (economic environment). What
questions can help to identify the political
factors in a PEST analysis?

Technological
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Is it likely to affect the business and your
industry in any way?

To what extent is the rule of law present in
the state? Is there a high level of corruption?

What is happening in foreign policy? Are
there tendencies to impose sanctions on one side
or the other?

2. Economic factors

These factors are the determinants of
economic performance that necessarily affect the
company and have long term consequences.
Economic factors include elements such as:
inflation rates, interest rates, foreign exchange
rates, economic growth patterns, etc. What
questions can help determine the economic
factors of a PEST analysis?

How is the economy behaving now: is it
growing, falling or stagnating?

Are consumer incomes rising or falling?

Are there conditions for an increase in the
cost of raw materials and energy resources?

3. Socio-cultural - socio-cultural factors

Here we assess consumer preferences,
their tastes, the likelihood of their change and
the level of future demand for our products.
Questions that will help you find and define the
main social factors of PEST-analysis:

What social attitudes might be reflected in
our business?

How fast is the population growing or
shrinking?

How are customer expectations and
preferences changing in your business?

4. Technical - Technological factors

This type of factors helps to see and
identify opportunities for growth and, most
importantly, to keep up with competitors in
terms of technology. Questions that help to
identify the main technological factors of PEST
analysis:

Avre there any recent inventions that can be
applied to the development of your company?

Do other participants have any
technological developments that we are not yet
using?

Are there any major changes expected in
technology that could completely change the
way the industry works?

Stages of analyzing the external
environment of an enterprise on the basis of the
PEST method

Assessment of the external environment of
the industry is a prerequisite for creating the
right strategy for the organization. It can happen

that circumstances change so dramatically that
all the elaborated concepts are of no use and
make no sense. Due to the instability of the
environment, any long term planning becomes
redundant. The following methods are used for
PEST analysis and macro environment
forecasting:

trend forecasting;

scenario analysis;

factor analysis;

expert methods.

And so below are the following steps in
performing the analysis.

Step 1: Determining the environmental
factors affecting the industry. First we have to
clarify and identify those factors that affect our
industry.

Step 2. Collect data on the status of each
factor. It is recommended to use reports of
analytical agencies, market research, specialized
literature, internet and mass media to collect
primary information and create a database.

Step 3: Draw up a summary table using
the example of Table 1,

indicating in it the significant factors of
influence.

Step 4. Assess the level of influence of
each factor. Use a scale of 1 to 3 points, where:

1 - the impact is insignificant and has little
or no effect on performance;

2 - only matters if there is a major change;

3 - the slightest fluctuation will have a
major impact on the industry.

Step 5: Estimate the probability of the
factors changing on a scale of 1 to 5. For
example, to estimate the inflation rate:

will not change - 1,

will probably change - 2;

will grow insignificantly - 3;

will grow appreciably - 4;

will grow very strongly - 5.

The importance of assessing the factor is
that you need to forecast its state in the nearest
years, not at the present moment.

Step 6: Determine an estimate of the likely
change for each factor. It is necessary to
calculate an estimate that will show the actual
importance of the factor and the need to monitor
it, using the formula:

Factor influence + sum of influences X
average expert judgement

Step 7: Conclusions. Identify the likely
changes that may affect the industry and develop
measures to reduce the negative impact of the
external environment.

Analysis of the main publications and
studies. PEST analysis of the civil aviation
industry.

Civil aviation (CA) is one of the basic
industries of the economy, on the efficiency of
which the development of other industries and
society as a whole depends. Due to the sharp
increase in the mobility of the population,
integration of economic relations of different
countries, the level of air transport development
can often be considered a characteristic of the
development of the economy as a whole. Air
transport along with other types of transport is an
integral part of the transport system of the state.

The most important advantage of air
transport is high speed of delivery. Due to high
speed, air transport provides significant savings
of socially useful time and reduces irrational
losses of time for travelling and cargo delivery.

Having analyzed the external environment
of the air transport industry, we have identified
the factors affecting this industry and grouped
the identified factors. Then having fulfilled 4
consecutive stages we proceed to the following
ones - placement of factors in a summary table,
assessment of the influence of each factor on a
scale from 1 to 3 and expert assessment of the
probability of change of factors on a scale from
1 to 5. We can see all these criteria in Table 2
below. For clarification, expert judgement is

given for a period of 5 years.

In Table 2, after the above calculations, we
have provided adjusted estimates and according
to these estimates, we have identified one factor
in each group that affects the air transport
industry the most. In table 3 we have considered
factor 4 of the group of economic factors in
terms of what will be the probable change, how
it will affect the industry and what will be the
possible solutions.

At the end of our analysis we can
summarize the advantages and disadvantages of
this tool.

The main stage in setting long-term goals
and developing an effective strategy is strategic
analysis, which should provide a realistic
assessment of the company's own resources and
capabilities in relation to the state (and needs) of
the external environment in which the company
operates.

It is only by maximizing the opportunities
of the external environment and minimizing the
threats that a company can remain competitive
and succeed in the market. It is by analyzing the
factors of the external environment and
forecasting their impact on the company that an
organization can quickly adapt to chang-es and
make strategically correct decisions for further
development and advancement.

Conclusions and prospects for further
research. PEST analysis helps to: examine the
present and future position of the company;
create a strategy that is effective in the long term;
identify possible threats and risks; identify
attractive development opportunities.

But we should not forget that factors can
change rapidly at any moment. In addition, the
assessment of individual factors may not be
sufficiently accurate because it is based on
assumptions and subjective opinion. Therefore,
sources should be carefully cross-checked during

the data collection process. Periodically, factors
should be monitored, forecasts made should be
compared with the current situation, and the
strategy should be adjusted.

Among the disadvantages
analysis are:

- The risk of not taking into account
important groups of factors for evaluation, thus
reducing the effectiveness of this tool;

- The risk of making a mistake and
drawing false conclusions or making mistakes in
the formulation of proposals that are necessary

of PEST



for the analysis;

- Lack of competence of the analyst who
has gaps in understanding of any factors
important for PEST analysis.

In conclusion, we would like to add that
there are quite a few different tools for
visualizing the results of PEST analysis and one
of them, which is a very convenient tool, is
presented below in Figure 1.

This tool is a petal diagram, which as we
can see clearly and distinctly shows the most
important factors for each category, in our case
we have provided a petal diagram for the
economic factor called "Oil Prices". The reason
for this is that this factor affects not only the
factors of the economic group, but also all other
categories of factors.

The result, based on this analysis, is that
increased attention should be paid to changes in
oil prices. The final decision is that this factor
should be thoroughly investigated, taken into
account in the SWOT analysis, and a response
program developed.

THE RAIL BALTICA PROJECT AS A COMPONENT OF THE IMPLEMENTATION OF
THE EUROPEAN INTEGRATION STRATEGY OF UKRAINE

Formulation of the problem. The article is devoted to the solution of the urgent problems of strength-
ening the economic potential of the national economy and improving the logistical ways of supplying
Ukrainian exports. Full integration of Ukraine into the EU should be comprehensive and include adaptation
to the European system of communication routes it was determined. It has been established that one of the
important stages of integration into the trans-European rail transport system should be the accession of
Ukraine to the Trans-Baltic Rail Baltica project. The purpose of the study is to investigate the concept of
integration of the system of international rail transportation and passenger transportation of Ukraine and the
EU on the example of the implementation of the Trans-Baltic Rail Baltica project. The current state, poten-
tial, stages of project implementation and prospects for Ukraine joining this project it was determined. The
object of the study is the process of Ukraine's integration into the system of the trans-European network of
transport routes. The methods used in the research. Method of scientific knowledge, methods of analysis,
synthesis, method of generalization, comparison, methods of induction and deduction. The hypothesis of
the study consists in the assumption of the need to develop an organizational mechanism ("'road map™) for
Ukraine's integration into the trans-European transport system.

The transit potential of the borders
of the Baltic countries for Ukrainian exports has been determined. Attention is also focused on the fact that
road transport cannot be the only alternative for transport connections between Ukraine and the EU. The
main problem of delivering Ukrainian exports to the ports of the Baltic Sea, and mostly to the entire Euro-
pean market by rail is the different width of the railway tracks. The work describes the modern Rail Baltica
project, which is aimed at integrating the Baltic countries into the trans-European rail transportation system.
The importance, specifics of implementation and prospects of joining Ukraine in this project have been de-
termined. The originality and practical significance of the study is justification of the need for Ukraine to
join the Rail Baltica project from the point of view of national economic and military-political security, as
well as the security of the entire region. Conclusions and prospects for further research. The conducted
research made it possible to determine that the development of the process of Ukraine's integration into the
EU involves the development of a strategy for the integration of Ukraine into the European system of pas-
senger and cargo transportation. Joining the Rail Baltica project will increase Ukraine's expert potential.
The Rail Baltica project with the participation of Ukraine has the opportunity to improve the logistics routes
of connections on the entire European continent.

FORMATION OF ENVIRONMENTAL RESPONSIBILITY OF HOSPITALITY SERVICE
PROVIDERS ON THE BASIS OF SOCIAL DIALOGUE

Formulation of the problem. The hospitality industry, which is one of the biggest generators of nega-
tive impact on the environment, needs transformation and greening. The problem of implementing envi-
ronmental responsibility among Ukrainian tourism service providers is not just a condition of their competi-
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tiveness, but a guarantee of the possibility of functioning and development in the future. The purpose of the
study: identification of the parameters of the social dialogue implementation for the formation of ecologi-
cally responsible sustainable functioning and development of the hospitality sphere at the level of tourist
destination. The subject of the study: theoretical principles and practical experience of implementing social
dialogue at the local level. Research methods: general and special methods of scientific knowledge, namely
abstraction, induction and deduction, analogy and qualitative comparison were used in the research process.
The hypothesis of the study is that the only way to ensure the ecological sustainability of the hospitality sec-
tor is the conscious attitude of the local population, as providers of hospitality services, to the existing envi-
ronmental problems and the desire to preserve the natural, recreational, historical and cultural resources of
their own territory. The main results of the study: the analysis of the theoretical basis of the development of
the concept of social dialogue and modern international and domestic experience regarding its implementa-
tion in the field of hospitality and tourism allowed to determine the parameters of the social dialogue im-
plementation for sustainable ecological development of the hospitality sphere at the local level. The origi-
nality and practical significance of the study: the presented parameters of the introduction of social dia-
logue for the sustainable ecological development of the hospitality sphere at the local level reveal the es-
sence of the process involving not only the local population, but also visitors to the region, who must be
informed and responsible for observing the rules and conditions of stay and recreation in the territory of the
community. Conclusions: the proposals presented in the study regarding the development of social dialogue
for the formation of environmental responsibility of hospitality service providers at the local level are rele-
vant and can be used to overcome the current crisis in the industry, which began during the pandemic and
was deepened with the beginning of a full-scale war.
